v.     Board Report – Heather reported the CA Board of Directors did not approve our L&P recommendation to delay the requirement for original titles to be used during boat registration renewal in 2021.  

Dock rental renewal is proceeding well.  Only two out of 495 renewals have not been completed to date. 


Heather is having follow-on meeting(s) with the Lakewood Park building Architect.  She expects to have more 
information to report at our May meeting. 


The Dam Bar will be opening April 9.


The Summer Kickoff event will be held at the CA Clubhouse on May 28.

vi.     Staff Report – Steve reported that Water Patrol has completed a refresh on lake buoys to re-number all (1-96) and replace/repair those missing/damaged.  All were put into their intended locations. Yellow flashing lights have been placed atop of the marker buoys by the large lake dam.  Steve is also trying something new this year – blue lights have been placed atop buoys marking the entrance/exit of coves.

Boating classes are now being administered in the Water Patrol office as needed using a 1 v 1 process. 


Gas docks will open April 10.


Water Patrol boat patrols are beginning on a 10am-7pm schedule.  The hours will be progressively extended 
later into the evening as the season progresses.


Water Patrol staff will be conducting daily visits/inspections of all marinas and CA parks twice during each day 
and once at night to identify any safety or repair issues. 


Steve and Heather also clarified that music/band events at Windjammer fall into two categories:

CA sponsored music called ‘Music at Windjammer’ provide bar bands intended to primarily entertain Dam Bar 
patrons.  Music speakers will be focused primarily on land.


City sponsored music called ‘Music on the Lake’ provide bands/DJs with speakers focused primarily on the lake in 
order to entertain nearby boating patrons.

a. Doug Heinsohn L&P Committee Application:  The committee recognized that Doug would be a good addition to the Committee. 
Motion:  Recommend the CA Board of Directors approve Doug Heinsohn to serve as a member of the Lakes & Parks Committee through the 2022 term.  Approved (7-0)

b. Lake Lowering- Small Lake 2021:  Heather advised this is the normal rotation period for small lake lowering and would occur mid-October through December 2021.
Motion:  Recommend the CA Board of Directors approve the small lake lowering from mid-October – December 2021.  Approved (7-0)

c. Boat Dock Agreement- Usage Clause- Steve Bernstein raised the question if the Boat Dock Rental Agreement should address the issue of some rental docks being persistently vacant and not used.  This situation appears to block a timely turnover in rental opportunities for waitlisted members.
After discussion, the Committee decided to table this topic to a late fall Committee meeting where we can review the latest current data on the number and nature of under and non-utilized rental docks.

d. Lakewood Park Playground:  The Committee discussed a recent email string conversation with a CA member noting the need for maintenance and/or repair/resurfacing of the playground at Lakewood Park.  Heather is providing information on spring clean-up plans for Lakewood Park and is investigation playground improvements.

· Main Marina/Carnac/Rue Grand-John Dangoia reports the Beach needs cleanup.  Heather advises that new sand and benches are coming soon.
