i.     Call to Order by Chairman Dodds at 7:01pm
ii.     Roll Call – 
iii.     Approval of Agenda:  Approved (4-0)  
iv.     Approval of Minutes as submitted:  Approved (4-0)
v.     Board Report – Chris Meyer/Heather Malone 
Heather reported the Board tabled the topic of limiting hydrofoil equipped wind-powered surfers on the large lake.  The Committee discussed this topic which was further aided by input from a Guest, Pearson Buell, who was in attendance at our meeting. The Committee decided to table the topic until our next meeting when Steve Bernstein can be in attendance, and we can get his input for further discussion.
Heather advised the Board took no action on our recommendation to change the rules for maximum boat weight of 3200 lbs to 3300 lbs in our boating rules.  

Lakewood Park improvements continue.  The new Pickleball courts should be ready for use in early July.

Jefferson Point debris removal should be completed soon.
Two new maintenance staff are now on board.

Food truck business is very successful so far.  Tom Mispagel observed that food pricing seems high.  

The new lake trash gathering equipment should be here by the end of the summer. The new barge should be here in 2-3 weeks.

vii. Committee Reports

a. Aquatics – Heather:  No meeting
b. Finance – Heather:  Nothing new to report
c. E&F – Heather reported that no small lake coves need dredging at this time – based on recent depth soundings.  

viii. Guests- Pearson Buell – Here to recommend that hydrofoil equipped wind powered surfer boards should not be permitted on the small lake as well as the large lake.  Their capability to operate at very high speeds with partially blocked visibility is a concern.

ix.     Old Business
a. Kite Surfing/Hydrofoil paddle boards:  Tabled to next meeting.
x.     New Business
a. Richard Shoaf – Request for No Wake Buoys in Dauphine Cove at the boundary between the CA property and the privately owned lot(s).  After brief discussion the Committee created the following motion:
Motion:  Recommend the CA Board of Directors approve the addition of a no-wake buoy in lower Dauphine Cove (across from Jefferson Point) adjacent to the property boundary of the CA lots and the privately owned property of Richard Shoaf.

Approved (4-0)

b. Paddle Boards – Discussion on having paddle boards register as a Class 1 boat in 2023.  The Committee discussed the purpose and practicality of registering paddle boards (stand-up boards).
It would help in identifying non-members – but could be difficult to visually see stickers placed on top of boards.  The Committee took no action.

c. Meat Processing Plant – Warren County:  Heather advised she will attend an informational meeting in Warrenton the day after our Committee meeting to provide further details about the project.  Barry Berisford expressed concern that despite best efforts of the planners and builders of the Plant – in the long term it may likely result in fecal contaminated run-off flowing into Peruque creek and endangering Lake St Louis.  The thru-put of several thousand animals a day would likely provide significant opportunity for animal waste in holding/feeding pens and truck-transport wash-out stations to infiltrate surface run-off and find its way into the creek. 

Committee discussion included the Board is resigned to the reality of big money benefits to Warren County overcoming our ability to challenge the plans for the Plant,  Heather advised she and the Board will monitor the progress of the plan for the plant.
d. Request to add to L&P Rules & Regulations:

· Monetary penalty for not having a CA card while using the amenities – 1st Penalty $100; Second $250; 3rd and subsequent $250 penalty and 30 day suspension of amenity rights
After discussion, the Committee Tabled this topic to our next meeting when we can discuss it further with Steve Bernstein. 
e. Solar Panels – The board of directors is requesting Lakes & Parks to give input on ACC guidelines regarding solar panels. 

Tom Mispagel advised the City is working this issue.  The Missouri Governor has a bill on his desk which, if signed into law, will significantly encourage and expand solar panel usage.  This action will likely require the City to amend current solar panel restrictions.  The Committee decided to wait and see what the City does.  

f. CA Rental Docks with lifts – proposing amending dock rental agreement to state that if the member has a lift in a CA dock and is moving the lift to another CA dock, they have 30 days to have the lift moved or lose the opportunity to move to the new slip for that year.

The Committee observed that we are currently down to one contractor who can install and relocate boat lifts, C&J.  Tiger Docks now only does commercial work and is essentially no longer works on our lakes.  C&J has significant backlog and schedules work well into the future.  The Committee agreed it would be well to change our current lift relocation rule to 60 days and developed the following Motion:

Motion:  Recommend the CA Board of Directors approve modification of the current CA Dock Rental/Lift installation agreement to provide 60 days (vs 30 days) to relocate their boat lift when changing dock rental slips.  Approved (4-0).
g. Work Boats for outside contractors.  The Committee briefly discussed this item and agreed more information and discussion is required.  Tabled to August meeting.
