Heather reported the CA met with representatives of the Sailing Club, L&P and CA with the contractor regarding striping the Windjammer Parking lot. a. Windjammer Parking Lot Restriping & Sailing Club Update:  See Heather’s report above.

b. Lakes & Parks Rules and Regulations recommended Updates:

· Add IV 7. 3. Vessels and equipment in storage on CA property will be kept current for both state and CA regulations. Both will be maintained and aesthetically pleasing so as not to look like an eyesore. A letter will be issued to the owner(s) stating the violations and be given 30 days to correct the issues. 

Penalty: after 30 days if corrections are not completed the CA staff will require the owner to remove the vessel/equipment from CA property. If owner doesn’t meet the 30-day deadline the CA will have the vessel/equipment removed and all charges will be billed to the residents account.

After discussion, the Committee agreed the need for more specific criteria be included in such a rule change.  Chairman Dodds will develop a draft to be considered at the June L&P meeting.  (OLD  BUSINESS)

· Sailboats/trailers legally stored in the Sailboat storage lot must meet the requirements within section IV.7.3 

After discussion, the Committee agreed the intent of this statement is already included in the first statement above.  
· Change III. A. 3 to read: A Missouri title for both boat and motor if it is an outboard engine is required to be presented annually of all class 2-8 boats registered on CA water. 

After discussion, the Committee agreed that submittal of a copy (paper or electronic) of an owner’s title OR a member’s statement that the title copy on file at the CA is still current is adequate for annual re-registration.  Since many members keep their titles in remote locations such as bank deposit boxes, presenting the originals during annual registration renewal can be a substantial inconvenience – and likely gain little additional control over fraudulent registrations.  
· Motion:  Change III. A. 3 to read: A Missouri title for both boat and motor, if it is an outboard engine, is/are required to be presented/reviewed annually for all class 2-8 boats registered on CA water. For annual re-registrations, members may present paper/electronic title copy(s).  Alternatively , members may certify that the title copy(s) on-file at the CA are still current.
