x.     General Discussion / Comments – 
Notes: Neil Letto raised a concern and discussion about someone hitting a public dock, creating damage to docks and well as some person water craft and he has attempted to catch the individual but the events of dock vandalism occur during the late evenings. He and his neighbor have conducted dock repair and he has mentioned issues to the CA and to Water Patrol but the person has not been caught. There is no video or pictures capturing the vandalism. Lakes and Parks recommended continued discussion with Water Patrol to help catch the individual.  

Board Member Kurt Lynn asked that Lakes and Parks review the rules and regulations for towing passengers in floats in the new wake zone. Kurt wants the rules changes to allow load up in the no wake area. He believes there is a judgement call. The recommendation is for Water Patrol to review the issue for lake safety and compliance for a review of safe and unsafe conditions. The rule is difficult to enforce and the discussion was tabled for additional discussion for followup during the next Lakes and Parks meeting.
