v.     Board Report – Chris Meyer/Heather Malone
     Heather reported the Board took no action on our recommendation to reinstate Grandfathering of the 18 boats that fall into that category.

The Board approved our recommendation to increase Class 7 boats outboard engine horsepower limits to 250 HP and to update the Class 7 boating rules to apply only to individual infractions vs the entire group of Class 7 boats.  

The Board also approved increasing Tri-toon boat weight limits to 3700 pounds.


Heather also reported the new lake debris clean up boat is on site and is being used successfully. Tennis courts re-
striping will be done as soon as weather permits.
vi.     Staff Report – Steve Bernstein reported poor weather has been keeping Water Patrol off the lake.  The 18 new amber lit cove entrance buoys are in hand and in the process of being installed.  Lake-wide Buoy repositioning has been accomplished twice already.

b. Finance – Heather advised the review of the annual audit will be performed in June.
c. E&F – Heather:  Pre-lake lowering depth soundings will be conducted to baseline silt levels for the upcoming hydraulic dredging this fall.

x.     New Business
a. Proposed Change to Lakes & Parks Rules:
· Section II A3d. special class 2 sticker speaks of a special class 2 sticker that allows for boats with a 150hp engine and above to be given permission to use our lakes with a trolling motor. In essence this is fully covered under the Class 7 category.
After discussion, the Committee determined that this rule is redundant and not needed since the issue is already covered under Class 7 criteria.

Motion:  Recommend the CA Board of Directors approve the removal of Section II A3d from the Lakes & Parks boating rules.

· Increase weight for runabouts from 3200 to 3300 lbs.  The Committee agreed this weight change is appropriate.
Motion:  Recommend the CA Board of Directors approve the change of Runabout boats weight limit from 3200 lbs to 3300 lbs.

b. Water Toys:  The Committee reviewed images of a new type of wind powered hydro-foil water board.  After discussion, the Committee felt this type of device could be unsafe on the big lake among the density and speed of boats there.  These type devices were deemed to be acceptable for use on the small lake.  

Motion:  Recommend the CA Board of Directors approve a change to the Lakes & Parks 
boating rules to prohibit the use of sail powered surfboards/stand-up boards, with or without 
hydrofoils, on the large lake (Lake St Louis).
