i.     Call to Order by Chairman Dodds at 7:00pm
ii.     Roll Call – 
iii.     Approval of Agenda:  Approved as provided (5-0)
iv.     Approval of Minutes:  Approved as amended (5-0)
v.     Board Report – Chris Meyer/Heather Becker:  Heather reported the new lake trash removal boat has been ordered with delivery expected in late ’22.  The small lake lowering is done and all planned repairs are complete.  New flooring has been installed in the Windjammer restrooms.  Ceiling wiring is being installed in the Windjammer pavilion to accommodate future installation of ceiling mounted radiant heaters.  New flooring is being installed in the Clubhouse.  Main Marina repairs and improvements are well underway.  Lakewood Pickleball permit request(s) will be submitted to the City.  Improvements should be completed by late sping.  
vi.     Staff Report – Steve Bernstein:  Steve reported that boating classes are continuing on an ‘as requested’ basis.  Steve reminded the Committee that original boat and outboard engine titles have to be presented to the office or Water Patrol as part of the ’22 registration renewal process.  For those needing help, Water Patrol will assist in new sticker installation on boats. Steve also reported that a new solar powered amber lighted (controllable intensity) buoy is on the lake for all to see and evaluate.  
vii. Committee Reports

a. Aquatics – Heather:  Nothing new to report.
b. Finance – Heather:  No meeting
c. E&F – Heather:  New maintenance boating is being procured.
viii. Guests-  Dan and Mrs Oberle
ix.     Old Business
a. Blinking Blue Lights:  The Committee and guests reviewed and discussed the proposed new amber color non-flashinjg light channel marker buoy.  The general consensus was that it provided an identifiable nighttime presence MINUS the annoyance of the existing flashing blue lighted buoys. Both the amber and blue light buoys cost the same as non-lighted buoys – so there will be no additional cost to convert to amber ones (16-18 needed). The Committee agreed Steve has authority to proceed with the change over to the amber channel marker buoys and that no further Committee recommendations are needed.  
b. Tri-Toon Class:  The Committee discussed the potential need for a new class of for tri-toon boats based around a higher permissible weight.  After discussion, the Committee concluded there are a number of both twin-toon and tri-toon boats being produced that fall within our current pontoon boat weight limits.  The Committee decided to take no further action at this time and tabled the topic until fall after the ’22 boating season winds down.  
c. Class 5 “V” Drive Motors: Volvo Penta has introduced a new concept in the location of prop(s) on outdrive I/O propulsion systems.  Instead of a single prop mounted on the lower trailing end of the outdrive unit, there are two props mounted on lower leading edge of the outdrive unit.  The lower unit can still be trimmed up and down just like existing I/O outdrives.  The stated benefits are:  safer operation since the props are further forward from the back of the boat, greater power transmission to the water (quicker acceleration to get on plane), and ability to provide greater nose up trim with accompanying greater wake production to better enable wake surfing.  Chris Meyer advised that currently there is only one 6 cylinder I/O offered with this design – and that engine is only offered in a Class 5 style boat that exceeds our length and weight limits.  
The Committee noted that even if there were a compliant version of this I/O drive, our current rules prohibit wake surfing.  

The Committee will continue to monitor developments with this concept.  

x.     New Business
a. Love’s Truck Stop:   Chairman Dodds spoke with several local officials that advised the planning and approval process has a long way to get with many hurtles – and would likely require several special permits.  The Committee will continue to monitor developments.
