i.     Call to Order by Chairman Dodds at 7:00pm

v.     Board Report – Chris Meyer/Heather Malone
Heather reported that the detail planning for lake dredging is well underway.  Activity in the lower Dauphine area should begin soon. Tom Mispagle suggested that CA communications on dredging progress should also state that NO lake lowering is occurring to ensure there is no misunderstanding by CA members.  Also, the planning is underway for the repair/upgrade of the Main Marina dock/walkway.  Tiger Docks is preparing a bid for Woodlands and Harbor Bend dock repairs/upgrades.  

vi.     Staff Report – Steve Bernstein- Maximum weight proposal
              Steve recommends we change the maximum boat for pontoons to 3300 lbs from the current 3200 lbs criteria.  
              Change to 3300 lbs will permit otherwise compatible tri-toons to be registered.  The change will also bring 

              pontoon weight limits to be consistent with the 3300 lb limit for runabouts.

Motion:  Recommend the CA Board of Directors approve a change to the Lakes & Parks Boating Rules           
       to increase pontoon boat weight limit to 3300 lbs.    Approved (7-0)
      Steve also advised a seasonal wind-down of the Boating Safety Course.  Over 1900 CA members

      have taken the course to date.  So far in 2020, 164 new boat registration inspections have been completed.

       Chuck described his concern about the CA’s lack of ability to replace damaged/missing Buoy #9 
       located off the point of their waterfront property.  Steve described how the CA ran out of
       spare/replacement buoys this year and advised actions are planned to prevent a recurrence next year. 
       Steve was able this season to ‘borrow’ buoy #86 from a far less critical location and place it in 

       the damaged/missing Buoy #9 location,
ix. Old Business
a. CA Common Ground Access

Heather advised the CA Board has resolved the issue by clarifying the rules to prohibit swimming/diving/entering the water at common ground access points.  Fishing remains allowable. 

b. Lakewood Park 2021 Capital Budget priorities:
Heather reported the CA Board and Finance are seeking inputs on project priorities for Lakewood Park capital improvements.  Candidate projects include:


Driveway overlay

              Rest Rooms (single stall, unisex)


Replace Basketball Court with a Multi-Court (Basketball & Pickle ball)


New playground area & equipment

The committee discussed the usage and condition of the Fish Cleaning Station. Consensus that recent    
repair(s) by Maintenance have been helpful, but more is needed. 

d. 1972 Century Resorter- Submitted for consideration to add to approved boats
The Committee reviewed the design and makeup of this boat.  It would certainly meet our normal Class 5 boat criteria were it not for the 8-cylinder engine.  The Committee agrees that this boat is designed as a tournament ski boat, and would certainly have been a candidate for USA Waterski approval.  However, USA Waterski did not test towboats back in 1972.  

Given the boat’s features (inboard engine, under-hull propeller, flat bottom hull design) the Committee agrees this boat would perform like other approved Class 6 boats.  It will certainly be lake ‘friendly’ and make small wakes with its short length (16’8”) and light weight (1880 lbs). 

The Committee agreed that the CA should accommodate boats like this – and suggests the CA develop a special Class 6 category, ‘Class 6 Classic’ and approve this boat to that list.  All future boats to be considered for approval as Class 6 Classics should come to L&P Committee for review and recommendation for admission.   

Motion:  Recommend the CA Board of Directors approve the creation of a new boat sub-category ‘Class 6 Classic’ and add the 1972 Century Resorter as an approved boat.
