-The tennis court resurfacing has had some technical problems that have caused delamination of the surface. The vendor is working on solutions.  The 4th court will be striped for pickle ball.

-Flag pole on Dauphine should be done in the next couple of weeks

vi.     Staff Report – Steve Bernstein reported:
-Presently 1864 residents have completel the LSLCA boating safety class

-153 new boat inspections

-UP to the week we  have had to replace just under 20 No-Wake Buoys.  There are still 3 needing to be replaced when we receive our next shipment.  According to Donnie we pay around $250 pe buoy

-all no wake buoys were run over by a boat and most were cut with props – 

-loonin gat solar lights for buy, runs from $10-70 each.  Also looking at reflective tape.

-discussion to add fines to L&P rules for damage done to docks from residents’ boats.

-There was discussion regarding Water Patrol duty hours and how they were aligning with closing time for The Dam Bar.  Water Patrol is on duty until 10pm, same as the closing time for The Dam Bar.  It was proposed that it might be a good idea for water patrol to be on duty for some time after the bar closes.  As of right now there have been no problems so it was agreed we should continue to monitor and leave things “as is” for now.

c. Golf Cart Parking at Main Marina – Steve Bernstein mentions that it is a project (dedicated parking for golf carts) that they are planning on looking at over the winter.  
d. Lakewood Park 2021 Capital Budget Priorities

i. $400,000 to grate, pave, and gate

ii. $100,000 to outfit with playground equipment

iii. $50,000 to outfit with a restroom

We will discuss this more in the future 

e. 1992 Malibu Skier Boat – request to add to list of approved boats – Steve Bernstein removed this request; the hull of this boat is not AWSA approved and the prospective buyer is looking at other options.

f. CA Common Ground Access – This issue was brought to our attention related to current issues between neighbors on Dauphine.  There is a resident who is perceived to be abusing access to the area and was reported being a nuisance to the neighbors owning waterfront property.  There aren’t specific rules about what can and cannot be done on common ground as relates to accessing the water.  Heather mentioned that she is concerned about liability.   After much discussion, the committee came up with the following Motion to recommend to the BOD:
-On Common Ground areas that are not designated as swimming areas, jumping and diving into the water is prohibited.  Entering the water is not recommended and is at your own risk.
