v.     Board Report – Chris Meyer/Heather Malone
Heather reported that dredging will begin shortly after Labor Day, with initial set up of some equipment at Jefferson Point as early as August.  The dredging from the Highway 40/64 bridge to the area of old starting dock will begin in September and should be complete in March.  The dredging equipment will then be relocated to Regatta Bay in order to dredge that area, including Lakewood Cove, finishing approximately next June.  Expected cost is $1.6M.
vi.     Staff Report – Steve Bernstein reported the Sailing Club equipment at Windjammer Pt has been consolidated and relocated.  Windjammer Point and Main Marina parking lots have been re-striped.  Online boating classes continue.  Water Patrol has resumed in-person boat inspections. Buoys are being replaced as needed.  Paint/numbering of CA docks continues.

ix.     Old Business
a. Lakes & Parks Rules and Regulations Updates:

· Add IV 7. 3. Vessels and equipment in storage on CA property will be kept current for both state and CA regulations. Both will be maintained and aesthetically pleasing so as not to look like an eyesore. A letter will be issued to the owner(s) stating the violations and be given 30 days to correct the issues. 

Penalty: after 30 days if corrections are not completed the CA staff will require the owner to remove the vessel/equipment from CA property. If owner doesn’t meet the 30-day deadline the CA will have the vessel/equipment removed and all charges 
will be billed to the residents account.
Amendment Recommendation: Add IV 7.3. Vessels and equipment in storage on CA property will be kept current with CA registrations. Both will be maintained and in working order.  Boats and trailers will be kept in good working order and not left in disrepair. Disrepair will be defined as the following: flat tires on trailers, boats leaking fuel or oil, torn boat covers.  A letter will be issued to the owner(s) stating the violation(s) and be given 30 days to correct the issues.  If the violation is not corrected within 30 days CA Staff will require the owner(s) to remove the vessel/equipment from CA property.  If the owner doesn’t meet the 30-day deadline, the CA will have the vessel/equipment removed at the cost of the owner(s).
After further discussion, the committee elected to leave the current rules as-is.  No further action taken.
x.     New Business
a. Algae Treatment on Little Lake Discussion- John Surgant suggested a chemical treatment to kill the algae.  John Dangoia objected and said past uses of chemicals have been damaging to the lake.  Heather will be talking to a specialist Contractor and will advise the Committee the results.  We will have a Zoom meeting if needed.  
b. Dredging Update:  See Board report above.
c. Anglers- Fish Habitats.  The Board has placed a moratorium on new placements of fish habitat over their concerns about uncertainty of existing habitat placements.  The Board requests a presentation by the Anglers to provide information on past and planned future habitat placements.  
d. Park/Marina Updates
· Main Marina/Carnac/Rue Grand-John Dangoia:  Check GFI on light timer.  Debris cleanup needed
· Windjammer/Wharf-Duane Wall:  Shoreline debris, dock damage from work barges, gas dock sideboard needs replaced, other general maintenance (missing cleats, damaged/missing rub rails, etc.)  
· Jefferson Point-Beth Treadway:  No report
· Woodlands Marina-Jeff Ilten:  OK for now
· Villa Marina-Skip Raleigh:  No report
