Staff Report – Steve Bernstein:  Steve reported that the gas dock will go to weekend only operations in mid-October

Water Patrol plans to have one boat in each lake year-:round.

a. David Austin (Anglers Club) – Weed abatement on the lakes & algae treatment.
David provided a comprehensive review and several years of history of the CA’s efforts and actions dealing with algae & aquatic plant life.  During the most recent usage of chemicals/herbicides in the small lake to abate shoreline clusters of plants, we experienced a severe fish kill.  Since then, the CA has hired an outside consultant firm to assist the CA with dealing with the issue.  No one at our meeting had information on the nature of the consultant firm’s efforts or accomplishments even though we are paying them $700+ per month.  
David has recently renewed the CA’s connection with individuals at the Missouri Department of Conservation who have offered to pro-actively re-engage with the CA in our awareness and management of lake algae and aquatic plants.  David requests action from the CA to engage with the Missouri Dept of Conservation and work this issue going forward.

The Committee was generally supportive of David’s request, but felt we needed more information on exactly where we are with the outside consultant in order to determine if they should be included in this re-engagement with the Conservation Department – OR if the consultant is even needed at all.
The Committee agreed to table this item until our next meeting and requested staff to gather relevant information and status from CA Maintenance Staff as well as the outside consultant.

b. Ballasts and wedges clarification of L&P for Class 8 Boats
Steve Bernstein provided proposed changes to both the Lakes & Parks rules and the Class 8 annual boat registration documents which specified a stringent zero tolerance for any member’s violation of our prohibition of wake enhancing devices (wedges, ballast tanks, etc.) which would result in immediate removal of the offending boat for two years and no longer be allowed to be registered in the future by the owner who incurred the violation.  Also, the wording of the draft rule changes might be interpreted to apply to all classes of boats, not just Class 8.
Following a robust discussion, Steve accepted an action to re-draft his recommended changes to clarify the application of this rule to specific Class(es) of boats and provide them at the next L&P meeting.  In addition, the Committee developed the following Motion regarding penalties for violation of this rule for Class 8 boats:
Motion:  Recommend the CA Board of Directors approve the following penalties for violation of the wake enhancement rules for Class 8 boats:

     -1st offense:  60 day suspension of boating privileges

     -2nd offense:  The offending boat registration is permanently canceled and will not be renewed in the future for the offending Class 8 boat owner.
