ix.     Old Business
a. Weed/Algae Abatement – David Austin is working with MDC to make a recommendation on a policy and plan. David provided a detailed written report and an oral report on the development of the Lake Management Plan.  The Plan is nearing completion and will soon be ready for final review and forwarding to L&P and the CA Board for adoption.  The committee complimented David for the excellent work on the plan and content of the reports.  
x.     New Business
a. Revision of wording for rules #7 and #26 in the Lakes & Parks Rules and Regulations.
The committee reviewed the existing rule #7 and developed the following motion to change it.  

Motion:  Recommend the CA Board of Directors approve the following revision to 

Rule #7:  “No person shall operate a watercraft in such a manner as to endanger the life, limb or the property of others.  Penalties are; First violation- $250 plus a 30 day suspension of amenity.”   
Approved (7-0)

The committee discussed the issue of towing tubers in no wake areas of the lake, both the ribbon periphery of the lake as well as in no-wake coves.   There were mixed opinions of committee members, staff and Kurt Lynn (attending and participating as a guest) on the convenience of this activity for members and the ability of Water Patrol to monitor and enforce safe operations.  Arguments for simplicity of enforcement won the day and the committee developed the following recommended revision of Rule #26:
Motion:  Recommend the CA Board of Directors approve the following recommended wording of rule #26:    “Person's being towed above idle speed must stay outside of the no wake zones. It is permissible to tow at or below idle speed in No Wake zones with the exception of these six coves: Lakewood Cove, Villa Cove, Mansion Cove, the Gas Dock, Bay Oaks, and Hospital Cove.”
Approved (6-1)
b. In person boat inspections.  Steve reported that there was some confusion and misunderstandings regarding in-person vs. document review only of a few new inspections of Class 7 boats by both Water Patrol and Anglers.  Steve advised that the boats have been inspected in person by Water Patrol and will be so in the future.
