i.     Call to Order by Chairman Treadway at 7:00pm

x.     New Business
a. Lakes & Parks Rule Change Request – S.Bernstein – Pickleball
Steve provided recommended rules for a four (4) guest limit on CA ameneties.  He also recommended that a member may have up to three (3) paid guests to play Pickleball at the courts within the Tennis area by the golf course.  No guests are to be allowed at the new Lakewood Pickleball courts and that CA members wishing to play there must have a current Amenity package. 

Members who do not have the Amenity package may purchase day pass(es) for themselves and up to three (3) guests to play at the Tennis area Pickleball courts.  Note:  At this time, the above criteria will be in place beginning April 1st per CA Board direction.
Guest Joe Dattilo stated there are numerous remote gate control systems designed for just such a situation that we are experiencing.  Costs in the $3500 range would enable CA ID card reading and credit card processing for day pass purchasing.    

After discussion, the Committee agreed that staff should further investigate a system/process at the Lakewood Pickleball courts for members and guests to obtain day passes to play there.
Motion:  Table the Pickleball admission and day charge issue at Lakewood pending more information on possible solutions to best serve CA members.

b. Lakes & Parks Rule Change Request – S. Bernstein – Twin Engines

Steve provided a new recommendation for the L&P Rules to prohibit twin engine powered boats.  

During discussion, Steve advised he was approached by a member seeking the possibility of registering an otherwise compliant boat, that was powered by two 150hp engines.  Steve advised the member that the boat would not be allowed on the Lake.  The Committee agreed with Steve’s disposition of this request.  After discussion, the Committee further agreed that current rules for boat horsepower limits are adequate to address this issue.
