i.     Call to Order by Vice Chairman Mispagel at 7:00pm
ii.     Roll Call – 
iii.     Approval of Agenda  Motion to approve as submitted:  Approved (6-0)  
iv.     Approval of Minutes:  Motion to approve as submitted:  Approved (6-0)
v.     Board Report – Chris Meyer/Heather Becker:  Heather reported the CA Board of Directors requests L&P to review and reword our recommendation on Wind surfers to be more specific on exactly which devices are prohibited.  (See Old Business below).  
vi.     Staff Report – Steve Bernstein & Heather Becker:  Steve reported that the Water Patrol boat that collected so much rain water during the big storm did not sink – it had a faulty sump pump.  Only minor maintenance was needed to put it back into service.  
In the future, Water Patrol will install Storm Flags (yellow/red) at the Marina to give members an additional and  more immediate/close-by warning of dangerous lake conditions.  
The new lighted cove marker buoys are working well.  

Heather reported the CA staff are still researching more affordable restroom solutions for Lakewood Park. One concept under consideration is the LuxuryLav which is an enclosed and climate-controlled trailer.  It would be a much less expensive alternative than the previous bids.    
The final round of permit inspection/approvals will be completed in the next few weeks on the new Lakewood Park Pickleball courts.  

vii. Committee Reports 
a. Aquatics – Heather:  Season is coming to a close. Reduced hours begin Aug 20.  Revisions to Dock Rental agreement were tabled.  
b. Finance – Heather:  Nothing new to report
c. E&F – Heather:  Staff will inspect construction progress in Wisconsin on the new maintenance barge.

ix.     Old Business
a. Kite Surfing/Hydrofoil paddle boards:  At the May L&P meeting, the committee passed the following motion:
Motion:  Recommend the CA Board of Directors approve a change to the Lakes & Parks 
boating rules to prohibit the use of sail powered surfboards/stand-up boards, with or without 
hydrofoils, on the large lake (Lake St Louis).
The CA Board has asked for more detail description to permit the types of sail powered surfboards that have been traditionally approved for use on our lakes.

After discussion, the Committee passed the following motion:

Motion:  Recommend the CA Board of Directors continue to permit Sail/Surfboards which have the sail affixed to a mast that is attached to the board as approved for use.  
Recommend the CA Board of Directors approve a change to the Lakes & Parks Rules to note that no hydrofoils are permitted on sail/surfboards/stand-up boards.  Kite or sails not affixed to a mast are not permitted.  
Approved (6-0)
b. Request to add to L&P Rules & Regulations:
Steve Bernstein discussed the need for penalties to back up enforcement of ensuring only active CA members and guests are using CA amenities.  
Steve’s suggestion of penalties:  - Monetary penalty for not having a CA card while using the amenities – 1st Penalty $100; Second $250; 3rd and subsequent $250 penalty and 30-day suspension of amenity rights.
After discussion, the Committee developed the following motion:

Motion:  Recommend the CA Board of Directors approve the following penalties for members not having their CA Identification Card while using CA amenities:

1st infraction:  Warning
2nd infraction:  $100 penalty

3rd infraction:  $250 penalty

4th infraction:  30 Day suspension of amenity rights

c. Meat Processing Plant:  Heather reported the open forum she attended last month provided the                                  following information:
- The plant is expected to be in operation by 2024.  

- It will be a self-contained facility with no outdoor operations or livestock pens.  Incoming trailer livestock unloading will be indoors to prevent animal waste from polluting outside grounds.  

- US Department of Agriculture and Mo Department of Transportation will have active monitoring of traffic flow to ensure compliance with environmental requirements.
- All wastewater will be collected and processed at a dedicated on-site purification plant.  Once processed, the water discharge will be at potable levels for safe human consumption. 

Heather advised the CA will take baseline water sample purity levels entering Lake St Louis before the plant begins operations ….. and will take periodic samples to identify any potential problems in the future.  

d. Tabled from BOD meeting: Motion to recommend the CA Board of Directors approve modification of the current CA Dock Rental/Lift installation agreement to provide 60 days (vs 30 days) to relocate their boat lift when changing dock rental slips. 
The Committee discussed the problems that members can face getting a contractor to relocate their lift from a current rental dock to a new location, especially with short notice in early April of the new year dock rental season.  With Tiger Docks no longer doing private lift work, the problem may get worse.  Steve Bernstein and Chris Meyer advised that a few new (to the CA) companies have expressed interest in dock/lift work at LSL.  The Committee looks forward to see what quality and availability of work becomes available to our CA members.  

The Committee still recommends the above CA Dock Rental/Lift installation/relocation agreement does need modified from the current 30 day time limit to 60 days – and that good faith and timely action by members to relocate their lifts be recognized.

Motion:  Recommend the CA Board of Directors approve modification of the current CA Dock Rental/Lift installation agreement to provide 60 days (vs 30 days) to relocate their boat lift from when they are notified by the CA Office of the new rental dock availability.

x.     New Business
a. Request to add to L&P Rules & Regulations:
· Any member who has their amenity rights suspended may be required to remove their boats from the lake during the suspension period.

Mooring of Boats may not obstruct a 75’ waterway in a primary channel, a 30’ waterway in a secondary channel, or obstruct access to any property in an inlet.
Motion:  Recommend CA Board of Directors approve the following changes to L&P Rules & Regulations; 

- Any member who has their amenity rights suspended may be required to remove their boats from the lake during the suspension period.  (Secretary’s note:  this change is to add the word ‘may’ to the boat removal requirement.)
