iii.     Approval of Agenda - Tom Mispagel made a motion to approve.  Seconded by Doug Heinsohn.

Recommendations made by Lakes and Parks at previous meeting were presented to the Board of Directors and all three were approved.
vi. Staff Report – Steve Bernstein
Water patrol is wrapping up the season with full crew.  Steve will remain on call 24/7. Water patrol boat will remain in the water until Dec. 18.  Sunday Oct 9 is the last day for the gas dock. 
Water patrol has placed signs at all marinas and walkways to slips informing residents of lake lowering.  The lake will remain lowered until Dec. 18. Starting October 18 the lake will be yellow flag only.  
Water patrol is selling the motor for the patrol boat and it will be replaced with a new 150 hp engine.
Lights at main marina are now working again

x.    Work Boats - Rules for Contractors – 
Heather is going to work with Steve to create a Fact Sheet for contractors who are doing work on the lakes.  Duane Wall requested that they add information about contractors being responsible for cleaning up their mess.  He asked if we obtain a deposit from contractors before doing work on our lake. Heather replied no.  Heather indicated that there are two new lift companies that have been approved to work on our lakes. Lakes and Parks Committee tabled any action and will await the document from Heather.
xi.     New Business
a. Anthony Vitale – 
Presented a request to Lakes and Parks to approve his Procraft Fish and Ski boat with a 200 hp engine as a Class 7 fishing boat. Anthony shared details of the boat and hull design. He agreed to sign paperwork that he would not use this boat as a tow watersport boat. When committee members asked why he did not just put a 150 hp engine on it, he replied that it will make it dangerous. Jim Dodds explained to the committee why the anglers rejected the approval of this boat, stating that they do not consider it to be a tournament bass boat. Steve Bernstein indicated that this is the first he is hearing of this boat and therefore has not had a chance to review the details. Decision was made to table this request and Steve will return to the next L&P meeting with his thoughts.  
b. Ashley Linnenbringer – Boat Approval Request Excel Cat Pro 2172 Jon Boat
George Clark presented a request to make an exception to allow this boat on the lake as a Class 5 boat. Skip Raleigh expressed concerns about making exceptions to the rules. Tom Mispagel made a motion to approve the request for the Excel Cat Pro 2172 Jon Boat be allowed as a Class 5 boat, as presented.  Duane Wall seconded.  All approved – 0, All opposed – 7.
c. New Barge
Heather shared that new barge has been delivered and is in use.  Old barge scrapped and hauled off.
d. Lifts in CA Docks
Steve Bernstein and Heather shared concerns about lifts in CA rental slips. Two slips were delayed in transfer to next person due to not having anyone to move the lifts. Second concern is that lifts are becoming bigger (used to be 9.5 feet, now are 10.5 or 11 feet) making two in one slip difficult. Steve proposed a moratorium on adding new lifts on CA rental docks. He indicated that they would grandfather in current renters who have lifts - no decision made. Agreed to continue this conversation. Delays with moving lifts may be reduced with addition of two new lift companies. 
e. Capital Budget Requests
Heather shared information about breakwater at Windjammer.  Heather shared concerns related to replacing the concrete squares on the walkways. 
f. Discussion- Add Boat Hoist Rental spaces to Windjammer (hospital side)
Steve Bernstein and Heather shared information about the possibility of adding boat hoist rental spaces near the hospital. Discussion occurred about what this would look like.  Tom Mispagel made a motion to explore the boat hoist rental spaces to the hospital side and other potential locations.  Duane Wall seconded the motion. All in favor. 
g. Courtesy Docks at Windjammer
Heather presented discussion about adding a breakwater at Windjammer that can be added onto over the years.
