· Ravens Point/Foxtrail- Barry Berisford requested Heather to see if the CA owns the property where Eagles Way Lane and Ravens Point Drive meet.  If the CA has any 
interest in the property, Barry suggests CA Maintenance should take action to cut and remove the overgrowth there.  
d.  Grandfathered Boats: CA member Steve Hart questioned why CA staff informed him that he would not be able to sell his grandfathered Regal boat (exceeds current Class 5 weight limit) to another CA member.  Steve Bernstein provided a copy of a 2009 L&P meeting minutes describing a small population of grandfathered over-length Pontoon Boats that L&P recommended not be permitted to be re-sold to another CA member.  Based on the above, the committee agreed that the existing ‘Grandfather’ rules permitting over limit boats to be resold to other CA members as long as the boat remains continuously registered at the CA – does apply to Steve Hart’s boat.  He should be permitted to sell his boat to another CA member as long as it remains continuously registered with the CA.  
x.     General Discussion / Comments:
Guests Pearson Buell and John Surgent discussed their concerns about Windjammer parking lot changes and use of the fringe area on the hill-side of the current parking & storage area.  The Sailing Club would like to be involved in the planning for changes and restrictions that impact the club.  They feel the Sailing Club can be very flexible to position their boats, racks, trailers and storage shed.  They plan to participate in the planned draft/mark-ups of restriping with the CA.
