I.     Call to Order by Chairman Dattilo 7:04pm
II.     Roll Call 
III.     Approval of Agenda as submitted:  Approved (7-0)  
IV.     Approval of Minutes:  Minutes of October meeting were unavailable.  Tabled to December meeting.
V.  
Recognized Guests:  Several guests were in attendance to support a recommended change of the Lakes &Parks Boating rules to increase the outboard engine Horsepower limit to 150 HP from the current level of 125 HP.  Among the members to be heard were Mike Musgrave, Fall Wize, Craig Garmin, Barb D., Kevin (from Dri-Port), Derek Mean, Steve Hyde and Tom Bishop.  See item a. under New Business for the discussion and action taken.

VI. Board/Staff Report:  Brian Devost reported the projected expenditures for 2017 Capital projects has netted a savings of $80K.  There are 250,000 cubic yards of silt at the Duello site available for removal.  Jefferson Point contract has been placed for the irrigation system.  CA staff has identified potential source for a new skimmer pipe and Jefferson Point.  The new ‘Northstar’ integrated software for the CA is functioning well, but has uncovered the need for faster computers. The new, inter-active CA website it scheduled to go live on December 1st.  
VII.     Committee Reports

a. Finance – See Board/Staff report  
b. E&F – Skimmer Status, Dock Electricity Inspection Status – Brian Devost reported E&F had no quorum at their recent meeting, but did review Roofing Tile repair needs. 
c. Green Environmental Advisory Committee – Scott Ellis reported that the new housing development adjacent to Quail ridge has access to a new City Park including good access.  The City is evaluating a possible new Trash Hauling company.  Brian will call the City to request leaves pick-up be included in the contract.  Also, see item f. under New Business for fecal count sampling status. 
VIII.     Old Business
a. Officers for 2018:  The Committee discussed potential new Officers for 2018.  We will vote at the December meeting.  
b. Capital Request 2018:  In response to the CA request for L&P to recommend our top 3 priorities, the Committee selected the following:
1. Fix the Main Marina primary boardwalk.
2. New Wharf Docks at Windjammer
3. Additional Courtesy Docks at the Large Lake spillway

c. Storm Sewer/Leave Idea – CA/City:  The Committee requested Brian to contact the city and request consideration of including leaves pick-up service (even if it is pay-per resident) for Lake St Louis. 

d. Missouri Boater Safety Course:  Mr. Arisman is a qualified instructor and has volunteered to teach the MO Boater Safety Course at the CA.  Additionally, it is possible for members to take the course online.  
e. Park Assignments – Notable Maintenance Items:  None to report.  
f. Fecal Count Data – 2018 Plan:  Scott Ellis reported the 2017 samples are currently at the Lab awaiting final analysis and reporting.  2018 sampling is planned similar to the 2017 program.  Chairman Dattilo reported the CA Board continues to take no action on our repeated requests for a more aggressive sampling program so we can determine how quickly fecal counts decline following a major storm/lake flooding event.  
g. Sewer Project Update: The project is running behind schedule and will not yet fully complete as was originally planned at this time.  Work continues.  The Committee noted that the work barges need to be docked in unobtrusive areas when not in use.  
IX.     New Business
a. -Outboard HP increase to 150 / Request: Craig Dunnermann & Mike Musgrave (and additional guests as noted above).  Several members requested a change to Section II, A, 3 of the Lakes & Parks Rules & Regulations to read “ Outboard – Motor shall not exceed 150 horsepower.  Class Seven Tournament Bass Boats may not exceed 200 horsepower.”
The rationale for this change is based on two primary facts; 1.) The largest compliant outboard engine that is and has been available for the past 10+ years is rated at 115 horsepower.  2.) Members’ larger Pontoon Boats (both twin Pontoons and Tri-Toons) are typically only able to achieve a top speed of approximately 25 mph requiring full throttle to achieve that speed.  Members provided speed and throttle settings for several boat/engine combinations that are typical to LSL. That information supported the fact that changing to a 150 HP limit would enable the boats to achieve a maximum speed of approximately 40 mph – and would enable a lower cruising speed without the need to run the engine at maximum throttle as is the case now.

After discussion, the Committee passed the following Motions:

Motion:  Recommend the CA Board of Directors approve a change to the Lakes & Parks Rules & Regulations, Section II, A, 3 to read “ Outboard – Motor shall not exceed 150 horsepower.  Class Seven Tournament Bass Boats may not exceed 200 horsepower.”
Approved: (6-1)

Motion:  Recommend the CA Board of Directors direct staff to include in the CA Boating Safety Course information regarding the safe pulling and recovery procedures of fallen skiers/tubers/boarders/etc., with special focus on the specifics of Pontoon handling characteristics.  (The Committee will be happy to help John Stone create the training media for this recommended addition to the current course.)

Approved (7-1)
a. Woodlake Sewer Lift Station:  Brian reported the Contract for the new sewer construction is in place.  The improvements to the recreational facilities will be the subject of a future contract.  
b. Lights at Jefferson Point:  Brian advised that the order has been placed with Cuivre River to install the new lights at Jefferson Point.  Brian provided a handout of the proposed pole-mounted light fixture.  The Committee had great concern that the light fixture presented was basically similar to a normal street light – and with the number of lights to be installed to illuminate both the grounds and parking lot at Jefferson Point – that would not provide adequate cut-off of light from shining out into the lake and adjacent residents.

Motion:  Recommend the CA Board of Directors task Staff to direct Cuivre River Electric to stop the planned light system approach at Jefferson Point.  Before proceeding any further on the lighting project, Staff needs to obtain additional specification information from Cuivre River Electric on the availability of lights for Jefferson Point to include the following features:  LED light source, full ‘Cutoff” of lateral light illumination, Photometric report to include Foot-candles of illumination at property boundaries.
