vi.     Board Report – Brian DeVost:

Chairman Dattilo requested that Brian DeVost include the Maintenance Log on our  

future L&P Meeting agendas so the Committee can keep track of items on the Log.

-  CA Maintenance staff is cleaning and painting Park restrooms
-  CA Board and staff are investigating the feasibility of installing docks near the shoreline  

   below the new hospital parking garage, approximately 35 slips.  
- The CA Board approved a capital expense to install an irrigation pump at Jefferson Point.   

   The Committee inquired if the irrigation plumbing should be installed first.  
  The Committee requested Brian DeVost to revisit the previously approved Jefferson  

  Point landscaping plan with the Committee at our October meeting.
- Skimmer pipe replacements are still under investigation.  Brian and Donnie will visit Wren Lake to survey their debris trap system to get ideas that might help us.  
- Lakewood Park Project.  An access gate will be installed.  The Committee expressed concern about the proposed mailing survey about Lakewood Park amenity and usage preferences to only CA members close to Lakewood Park.  The Committee recommended an online survey be used and an email notice be sent to all CA members inviting them to take the survey.
vii.     Staff Report – See Board Report above.

viii. Committee Reports

a. Aquatics – The pool is now closed for the winter.
b. Finance – Skip Raleigh advises there is $1M in the dredge fund.  $250K was deposited in 2016.

The new Enterprise Software installation now needs to be linked to the financial software.  
Caroline, the new Club Manager, advises a new menu is coming to the restaurant.  
c. E&F – Concerns about the electrical service on residents’ docks:  The CA has issued requests for two electrical contractors to submit bids to develop a Specification Package of requirements for safe electrical service on docks.  Not sure who or what organization might inspect and enforce compliance. Re: the Skimmer Pipe, the sewer contractor will help us with installation of repair / replacement of our existing, aging skimmer pipe.  
Area lighting will soon be installed at Jefferson Point.  
The Committee expressed concern that the proposed lighting will be a bright nuisance that will draw numerous complaints.  The Committee advises the E&F Committee should review the situation with Tom Mispagel to reconsider the approach in order to install less intrusive lights.
d. Green Environmental Advisory Committee – Scott Ellis reported the Butterfly Garden is very successful – and the GEAC is seeking additional sites.  Scott advises the City will soon be adopting International Building Code standards.  The City’s Comprehensive Plan (actually, a study) is coming together – the City Board is expected to accept it.  
Brian will approach the City on the potential for a leaf removal program – especially since so many leaves wind up in the Lakes and accelerate our need for dredging.

Brian will also approach the City on potential problems with excess silt run-off from the new Duello Road housing construction. 

Regarding water sampling, the State of Missouri is now sampling for ‘Clarity & Nutrient Levels’.  There will be a meeting with State water quality Officials at a breakfast meeting, Nov 3 at a 7:00am. 
Our 2016 water quality test results were released and once again demonstrate the need for multiple sampling after a major storm event.  The Committee continues to be disappointed that the CA Board of Directors has taken no action on our previous recommendations on this subject.  
e. Water Patrol Report – John Stone’s report showed August was pretty quiet.  Boater safety classes will continue into the fall.  Attendance so far this year has been very good.  
The new ‘T’ on the gas dock at Windjammer drew comment from the Committee.  Operationally, the new ‘T’ section needs to be four feet longer to accommodate ease of reaching the gas filler ports on our member’s longer boats.  
Motion:  Recommend the CA Board of Directors authorize the installation of a four foot long extension to the new ‘T’ dock at Windjammer Point:

c. Park Assignments –  Be sure to turn in maintenance needs to the office so they will get onto the new Maintenance Log.  
d. Fecal Count Data.  2017 plan.  Scott Ellis.  Any update from CA Board?   The CA Board of Directors continues to take no action on our previous recommendations.
e. Jefferson Point Drive Blockade Boards response to Remove?  The new Planter Boxes are now in place.
f. PWSD Manhole progress. Two of the man access structures have been removed from the big lake.  The remainder should be removed by October.  Three are planned to be installed in the little lake.  
x.     New Business
a. Classic Boat Show:    Rich Boener advised the date(s) planned for next year’s Classic Boat Show;
Motion:  Recommend the CA Board of Directors approve the Classic Boat Show to be held at Windjammer Point on May 19, 2018.  Rain date is May 20, 2018.
Approved (8-0)
b. Work Boats / Jefferson Point: Committee members noted several workboats were using slips at Jefferson Point and the Main Marina during the Labor Day weekend.  Brian will advise Contractors to park their workboats in the cove behind Jefferson Point. 
c. New locations for Boat Lifts in CA Docks:  The Committee recognizes members’ continued interest in putting boat lifts into CA docks.  After discussion, the Committee noted that there may be some ‘lift capable’ slips generated in the potential new docks near the hospital parking lot.  
d. Lake Depth:  The Committee noted that the water depth in the Jefferson Point area is approximately three (3) feet.  Does this move up our dredging plans?  Also noted is the deterioration of the sea wall at the Main Marina.
Motion:  Recommend the CA Board of Directors authorize a study of the damage and repair approach of the Main Marina Sea Wall.
