I. Call to Order - Called to order by President – Greg Jones at 7:43 PM

III. Approval of Agenda - Motion by James Devens, Second by Barbara Williams to approve the agenda as amended, Motion Passed. BE IT RESOLVED THAT THE BOARD OF DIRECTORS OF THE LAKE SAINT LOUIS COMMUNITY ASSOCIATION approved the agenda as amended.
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IV. Approval of Minutes - Regular Session Meeting of December 22, 2009 - Motion By James Devens, Second By Barbara Williams to approve the minutes as presented, Motion Passed.  BE IT RESOLVED THAT THE BOARD OF DIRECTORS OF THE LAKE SAINT LOUIS COMMUNITY ASSOCIATION approved the minutes as presented. VII. City Report – The City is reviewing the storm water repair program funding and priorities. The City is working with the County to expand Highway N at Sommers Road. The City of Lake Saint Louis passed a No Smoking ordinance- the first in St. Charles County. Currently reviewing modular class rooms at Green Tree Elementary and the use of car covers within the City. 

VIII. Open Forum (Three Minutes) –Steve Burke – Finance Committee Secretary- expressed concern with the cost of the special election and related professional fees and asked what could be done to guard against such waste of CA funds and possible lawsuit. Jackie Swartz asked about the status of the proposed rest room facility at Brittany Park. Staff advised that preliminary bids were being requested and that the project is approved and will be completed this year. Ms. Swartz also asked about CA Family Membership as related to older collage age children and guest pass fees. The Board advised that this issue will be addressed at a workshop planned for this Saturday.

B. Recognition of Past Board Member- Terry Pollard   - Board President-Greg Jones presented a gavel-plaque to Terry Pollard in recognition of his dedicated volunteer work on both CA committees and the Board of Directors.
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C. Capital Improvements Items – Steve Probst advised that quotes have been received on several 2010 capital improvement projects and will be addressed under the Finance Committee report at this meeting.
D. Special Election Meeting – January 15, 2010 - By-Law Amendments. – Anthony Soukenik, Attorney for the Community Association, addressed the meeting and advised that the January 15 “Special Election” ballot and election were conducted according to the Community Association By-Laws and         C& R’s and recommended that the Board of Directors ratify the election results as reported by Botz, Deal and Company. Motion By James Devens, Second By Barbara Williams to ratify the election results of the January 15, 2010 “Special Election” as reported by Botz, Deal and Company, Motion Passed with a 4-1 vote with Wayne Walkenhorst casting the NO vote. Let the record show that Greg Jones advised that he also is in agreement with ratifying the results as reported by Botz, Deal and Company. BE IT RESOLVED THAT THE BOARD OF DIRECTORS OF THE LAKE SAINT LOUIS COMMUNITY ASSOCIATION ratify the election results of the January 15, 2010 “Special Election” as reported by Botz, Deal and Company. Wayne Walkenhorst advised that he takes issue with the ballot that was presented to the membership in that it did not present the issues petitioned by the membership as intended. Wayne believes the ballot was confusing and not fair.
Joan Tobin stated that residents had commented that the ballot presented for vote in June was ambiguous with the “House Keeping” issue and that the Board tried to make sure that this ballot was straight forward and used the exact language of the proposed changes so that our members could read and make an intelligent decision on the proposed changes. Joan believed this ballot did that and that the Board presented an appropriate ballot for the “Special Election”. The balance of the Board agreed with Joan’s comments and felt that much time was spent on the ballot to ensure that the membership was presented with valid options for the proposed changes to the By-Laws. Greg Jones stated that the Board of Directors did all it could to ensure the membership was provided with the best ballot possible within the strict time demands of the petitioners. Greg stated that the fact that the Board is being accused of “Highjacking “ the election is in poor taste and just wrong. The membership has voted and it is time to stop the talk of lawsuits and start putting the community back together. All parties that want to be involved need to volunteer their time and work within the established guidelines, to help better the community.
