VII. City Report – Alderman Schweikert advised that the LSLPD is conducting a donation drive to benefit the disaster victims in Joplin Mo. BE IT RESOLVED THAT THE BOARD OF DIRECTORS OF THE LAKE SAINT LOUIS COMMUNITY ASSOCIATION approved the By-Law/C&R Review Committee recommendation to remove James Devens as committee liaison.
                    3.  Number of BOD Members – No Recommendation
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X. General Comments From the Floor – Statement made that the advertized “Open- Transparent Board of Directors” is far from open. Greg Jones requested the By-Law Committee correct the statement in their minutes regarding the 1993 master plan vote, as there was in fact a vote of the membership approving the plan and stated that the dollars spent on Jefferson Point improvements need to come from the General Fund and not the Capital Improvement fund. References were made to the Financial Plan that Wayne Walkenhorst developed and that the plan should be confirmed with a reserve study. We are approaching our association’s three year cycle whereby an assessment increase could be considered. It was discussed that the Master Plan was approved as a six year plan and is no longer relevant. Faye Johnston stated that Jefferson Point does need to be developed but the money needs to be spent properly. We need to maintain and improve our amenities to assure our property values. It was stated that several years ago the Board moved a meeting without proper notice due to a scheduling conflict. A question was raised regarding police activity on the lakes and common ground with a response that the police definitely are welcome and have jurisdiction on CA property. 
XI. Board Member Comments – All of the Board members thanked the residents for attending the meeting and wished a safe and happy holiday. Joan thanked the Golf Committee for a great tournament on Sunday. Jerry advised the group to check for possible hail damage and contact their insurance company if required. Greg Jones thanked the maintenance crew for their hard work and stated that James Devens received a raw deal on the committee liaison issue.
