VII. City Report – Alderman Schweikert congratulated Faye Johnston and Jerry Knott on their election to the Community Association Board of Directors. T.J. Max may plan a store next to Sports Authority. A grant has been submitted for the sidewalk project on Freymuth Road. Local residents have donated all the land needed to complete the enclosed Cognac drainage system. The old City Maintenance facility will be demolished. The Recycling Event at the Meadows last weekend collected some 35 tons of materials. The City is reviewing the new national building code for exceptions or changes to be made before adopting. The Fire Department is offering an Emergency Beacon program. The City is reviewing their tree ordinances and the proposed changes may be for commercial property only. The City is evaluating the new FEMA Floodplain Map. Jim Redfield advised that this would affect all waterfront properties.

C. Finance – Robert Trask-
1. 2011 Capital Requests – Motion By Greg Jones, Second By James Devens to take the 2011 capital requests as presented by the Finance Committee under advisement. BE IT RESOLVED THAT THE BOARD OF DIRECTORS OF THE LAKE SAINT LOUIS COMMUNITY ASSOCIATION took the 2011 capital requests as presented by the Finance Committee under advisement.
2. Duello Silt Basin – The Board advised the committee and staff to review alternatives for removing additional silt from the Duello basin in preparation of the next dredging.
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D.  Engineers and Facilities – Kurt Lynn (Tim Fila)–.
            1. Capital Request Proposal – Requested presented to Finance
2. Small Lake Dredge Review – The committee studied the possible purchase of a dredge to be used on the small lake and determined that this would not be a viable solution. The options reviewed were too small to perform the function and could not be used anywhere else within the CA. The committee recommends utilizing an outside source for dredging requirements on the small lake as has been the past practice.
3. Large Dredge Purchase Review- The committee is studying a suggestion to purchase a dredge to be used on the large lake but does not agree with the concept. The CA should not be in the dredging business.
4. The committee is continuing to review the timing of the next dredging on the large lake and alternatives to the issue.
E.   Lakes and Parks – Tom Mispagel – 
      1. Security Gate at Jefferson Point – The committee has added this to their request to the Finance Committee for the 2011 Capital projects.
 2. Courtesy Slips at Woodlands – The committee approved two slips at the current Woodland Marina docks to be used as courtesy slips, as approved by the Board last month.
3.  Classic Boat Show- May 21, 2011 – Motion By Greg Jones, Second By James Devens to approve the Lakes and Parks Committee recommendation to “Same the Date” of  May 21, 2011 for an On the Water - Classic Boat Show pending additional details, Motion passed. BE IT RESOLVED THAT THE BOARD OF DIRECTORS OF THE LAKE SAINT LOUIS COMMUNITY ASSOCIATION approved the Lakes and Parks Committee recommendation to “Same the Date” of  May 21, 2011 for an On the Water - Classic Boat Show pending additional details.

F. Tennis – Tom DeLong – Both Tom DeLong and Gary Richardson addressed the meeting and advised that they were very disappointed that the proposal for new tennis courts was rejected by the Finance Committee. The Tennis Committee had spent three years of research and fact finding on the correct proposal. The current tennis courts are unacceptable and need to be replaced in order to maintain our assets and amenities. The Tennis Committee urged the Board to put dollars in the 2011 capital budget, as a placeholder for new tennis courts as the investigation continues.
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G.  Architectural Control Committee – Libby Schell

      1.   Suspension of Amenity Rights for Care and Appearance- Motion By Greg Jones, Second By James Devens to approve the Architectural Control Committee recommendation to suspend the amenity rights for care and appearance of the listed property for another period of thirty days or until the residence is brought into ACC compliance, whichever occurs first, Motion Passed with a vote of 4-1 with Jerry Knott casting the NO vote. BE IT RESOLVED THAT THE BOARD OF DIRECTORS OF THE LAKE SAINT LOUIS COMMUNITY ASSOCIATION approved the Architectural Control Committee recommendation to suspend the amenity rights for care and appearance of the listed 
property for another period of thirty days or until the residence is brought into ACC compliance, whichever occurs first. This recommendation was made by the Architectural Control Committee in April, with the Board of Directors extending the time allowed to complete the required repairs. To date, no application has been presented or apparent repairs have been completed and no reply to notices.
XII. Board Member Comments – Congratulations to the new Board members- Faye and Jerry. The Board thanked Barbara Williams and Cliff Hill for their work on the Board of Directors. Jerry Knott advised that he has a website www.jerryknott set up to allow members to communicate with him. Greg Jones congratulated Faye and Jerry, thanked Barbara and Cliff and hoped that they would stay involved.
