i.     Call to Order by Chairman Dattilo at 7:00pm
ii.     Roll Call –  
iii.     Approval of Agenda;  Motion to Approve Agenda as Submitted  APPROVED (9-0)  
iv.     Approval of Minutes – Copies of December 2016 minutes not provided. 
v.  
Guests:  Rob Stephenson re: Mapping Lake bottom.  Rob has identified potential equipment and software systems that could easily enable accurate topographical mapping of the bottom of our two lakes.  This system would enable us to track silt accumulation over time and determine the volume of silt removal during  dredging operations.  Cost of equipment for one CA Water Patrol boat would be approximately $1400 for a Lowrance HD sonar and side scanner.  Subscription to software program services for lake bottom mapping cost approximately $1000 per year (would cover both lakes and be available for input by multiple users).  CA members with modern Lowrance systems on their boats (Anglers) would be able to take measurements and upload their data to the Mapping Service.  Rob will obtain additional information from the suppliers and report at our February L&P meeting.  
vi.     Board Report – Brian Devost.  The CA Board requests L&P Committee input on the 2017 Fee Schedule.  After discussion, the Committee passed the following Motions:
Motion:  Recommend the CA Board of Directors amend the 2017 Fee for the Fitness Workout Room to be $25 for family and $10 for individuals.    Approved (9-0)

Motion:  Recommend the CA Board of Directors amend the 2017 Fee for Boats as follows:

· Eliminate any fees for Class 1 boats

· Specifically include into Class 2 boat fees all boats powered exclusively by trolling motors.

Although the Committee did not make a formal Motion on the fees for other boat classes, the Committee did note its disappointment that the CA Board continues to implement a Boat fee structure that punishes (charges the highest fees) for Class 6, 7 and 8 boats.  This fee structure continues a long-term tradition that overlooks the fact that these boats are significantly more ‘lake friendly’ (lower wake) than Class 4 and Class 5 boats.  The CA Board would be well advised to reconsider their position on this matter.  
Motion:  Recommend the CA Board of Directors amend the 2017 Fee for Daily Usage as follows:

· Delete all ‘Discount after 4:00pm’ fees

· Maintain Sailboat Mooring fees at the current level of $20

vii.     Staff Report – Brian provided copies of the approved 2017 Capital Improvement funding.  

                     -- McGruder has completed Cove Dredging.  

The Committee notes that the CA Board still needs to develop explicit criteria for when cove dredging is needed.  In the absence of such criteria, the Board has no objective way to decide for whom and when cove dredging can be undertaken – and how to best prioritize and fund these activities.

-- CA Board Meeting and Executive Session Minutes and Board information packets are now posted and available on the CA Website. 
-- PWSD announced upcoming work activity near the CA Clubhouse that will temporarily reduce water pressure / availability resulting in a boil order and no restroom access.  

-- The CA has acquired ten signs announcing ‘No Ice Skating, Thin Ice’ for placement at CA Lake Access points.  

-- The dams at both lakes are now closed and will enable lakes to return to full pool.  Current depths measured are 34 ½ inches down at the little lake and 36 inches down at the large lake.  
-- CA Maintenance has developed and will install a number of large lake level measurement devices.  They include a PVC pipe with an internal floating ball supporting a marked measuring pole to show current lake level.  The Committee was very excited and pleased with the plan.

d. Green Environmental Advisory Committee – Scott Ellis reported the following:
-- The Committee established its 2017 Goals & Focus areas

e. Water Patrol Report – John Stone reported that six Boating Safety Courses have been conducted to date and provided a schedule of upcoming classes.  Twenty-six CA members have been trained so far.
f. Spillway Elevation marker.  (See comments above in the General Manager report)
g. Lake Cleanup schedule for weekends.   The CA Board has taken action.
h. Boater Safety Orientation (See comments in the General Manager report)
i. Park Assignments – The Chairman will distribute a list of Parks for the Committee’s review at our February meeting.  
j. Small Lake Cove:  See L&P Committee comments (in the General Manager report above) regarding the need for objective criteria to decide for whom and when cove dredging should be approved by the CA Board.  
k. PWSD2 Water sewer inspection – Activities are suspended until the return of warm weather.  

l. Fecal Count Data.  There is still no detail plan for fecal count sample collection and reporting.  This is an important issue that needs proactive CA Board attention.

b. Lakewood Park renovation ideas.  Brian will email maps of Lakewood Park utilities construction and proposed access changes to L&P committee members so we can provide recommendations to the Board at its February meeting.  
c. Ski Club Motors and Jump guides.  Jim Mondl from the Ski Club presented two topics for the Committee’s consideration:
-- The Ski Club requests the CA approve a change to its existing boating rules exemption for operating a Twin Rig towboat for Ski Show practices and shows.  Currently, the Twin Rig boat uses two 200 HP outboard engines.  The Ski Club requests a change to convert the boat to use three 150 HP engines.  This change is requested to enable the Club to provide skiers of large acts (pyramids, ballet lines, etc.) softer pulls off the dock ensuring more successful acts (fewer falls during dock starts).  Triple Rigs have been in common use for decades by other teams with whom the Club competes each season.  The use of three 150 HP engines will NOT impact the current low wake performance of the boat.
Motion:  Recommend the CA Board of Directors approve a modification to the Ski Club exemption from the Boating Rules to permit the use of three 150 HP engines vs the current two 200 HP engines on the Hydrodyne towboat.

-- The Ski Club requests the installation of two additional spotting buoys near the ski jump to permit more accurate boat tracking and skier approach cues during jump practices and shows.  One additional buoy would be placed just beyond the down-range side of the jump.  The other would be placed 50 meters before the jump as a turning cue point for jumpers.  This design is consistent with the use of spotting buoys used during jump competitions in which our members participate around the state and region.  This would be a trial year to see how well the additional buoys work both for the Ski Club and other CA boaters.  The buoys would be soft balls and held in place with soft, sacrificial lines – similar to the yellow turning balls used in the slalom course near the large lake dam.  

Motion:  Recommend the CA Board of Directors approve the Ski Club’s requested placement of two additional spotting buoys near the Ski Jump for the 2017 boating season.

d. L&P Committee Vacancy:  The CA Office has received one member application for Lakes & Parks from Tom O’Connor.  The Chairman will send an email inviting Mr. O’Connor to our February meeting so the members can meet him.  
e. 2017 Approved Class 6 Boats:  The Committee reviewed the 2017 list of AWSA tested and approved Tournament Towboats that comply with our LSL Boating Rules.  The Committee noted that ALL manufacturers of Approved Towboats that meet our other Class 6 criteria are now providing newer model engines based on GM’s 6.0L and both Ford and GM 6.2L engines.  To compare with our current boating rules which limit Class 6 & Class 8 boats to 351 cubic inch displacement engines, the equivalent displacement is as follows:  6.0L = 364 cubic inches; 6.2L = 376 cubic inches.  While Centurion, MasterCraft and Nautique still offer engines in 2017 that meet our current 351 cubic inch displacement limit, Malibu now only offers 6.0L or 6.2L engines.  The 6.0L engine block is essentially identical to the previously offered ‘small block’ GM 350 cubic inch marine engine.  The 6.2L block is also the heritage ‘small block’ architecture, but there is a Ford variant as well as the latest GM version. The Committee recognizes that GM is moving to eliminate the GM 350 cubic inch displacement engine from its Marine Engine offerings since it has transitioned it’s manufacturing plants to the newer, more fuel efficient engines.  We are seeing the impact this in the action taken by Malibu to now exclusively accommodate only the newer 6.0L and 6.2L engines.  The Committee believes the time has arrived for the CA to recognize this market shift for our boating membership and amend our Boating Rules to align with the new reality.  
Motion:  Recommend the CA Board of Directors approve the following changes to the Lakes & Parks Rules and Regulations as follows:

- Change Section II, A, 3, b as follows:
“Inboard  (Category 6 & 8) – Engine shall not exceed 6.2L displacement and must be AWSA approved.

- Change Section II, B, 6 as follows:

“Category 6   Tournament Ski Boats ‑ AWSA approved boats and inboard engine only not to exceed 6.2L displacement. Empty documented weight not to exceed 3300 lbs. (List of approved Class 6 Boats is revised yearly and is available in the C. A. Office.)”
- Change Section II, B, 8 as follows:

“Category 8   Tournament V-Drive Ski Boats ‑ AWSA approved hulls and inboard engine only not to exceed 6.2L displacement. Empty documented weight not to exceed 3300 lbs. (List of approved Class 8 Boats is revised yearly and is available in the Community Association Office.) See class 8 registration forms for special restrictions.”
