vi.     Board Report – Brian Devost.  
· Lakes & Parks January 2017 motions were approved by the Board of Directors.  The Finance Committee approved our recommendations except they retained the Class 1 Boat Registration Fee of $20 since it creates almost $20K in revenue.

viii. Committee Reports

a. Aquatics – Brian Devost :  No news to report
b. Finance – Skip Raleigh :  Finance is investigating replacing the CA Office Accounting Software ‘Sage’ with a more user friendly application to enable multiple staff members to use it.  Use of the Fitness Center will be included in the Activity Package.  New Proximity Cards for CA members are now available at the CA Office.  The old cards will be useable at CA gates until April 15.  
c. E&F – Brian Devost : E&F met on Feb 6.  See Old/New Business Items below
d. Green Environmental Advisory Committee – Scott Ellis :  No quorum at the last meeting.
e. Water Patrol Report – John Stone :  See Boating Course discussion below.
ix.     Old Business
a. Lakewood Park design :  After reviewing the maps and sewer pipe construction plans, the Committee developed the following list of recommended items be included in the Park reconstruction:
· Retain a Basketball Court 

· Add a PickleBall Court (markings overlay onto the Basketball Court)
· Add a circular drive for ingress and egress 

· Expand parking & provide additional parking lighting poles

· Provide restroom (similar to Brittany)
· Install gate on drive to control access

· Include Maintenance access and provisions to clean debris from the end of the cove.

· Provide a culvert dam to trap incoming debris from the feeder creek

b. Boater Safety Orientation (John Stone Update) :  Forty eight people have taken the CA Boater Safety Course to date.  More sessions are planned.  The membership is becoming more aware of the Course and the need to take it as part of new boat registrations.  John also advised the CA will be putting a sticker onto members new ID/Prox cards to show that they are compliant with the Missouri State Law (and our Boating Rules) that members born after January 1, 1984 have completed the Missouri State Boater Education Course.  
c. Park Assignments – New assignments were discussed – Brian will update and publish the new list.

d. PWSD2 Water sewer inspection – Brian reported that the construction of the access culvert in Regatta Bay is complete.  Four more culverts will be installed to enable the installation of the inspection covers into existing sewer pipes.  The schedule calls for the construction to be complete and the culverts to be removed by July 4.  The culverts will be conspicuously marked and lighted during the boating season.
e. Water Measuring Device : Donnie Harrell showed the new lake level measuring tool that he developed.  Two are planned to be installed – one at the Main Marina and one at Windjammer.  The Committee expressed their appreciation with the approach that Donnie provided.  This device will enable more accurate lake depth readings to be taken since there will now be a reliable and accurate lake level measuring system.  The Committee did note that the lake level can change dramatically during a day based on water influx from feeder creeks and streams impacted by heavy rains.  
f. Skimmer repairs :  Donnie Harrell described the plan to repair the broken skimmer pipe at Jefferson Point.  The Sewer System contractor will repair the skimmer.  Pipe surfaces will be cut and straightened, metal flanges will be plastic welded onto both ends of the break and the new flanges will be bolted together.  
The Committee requested Brian provide the previously completed Waterflow Study results to the Lakes & Parks Committee.  

g. Fecal Count Data.  2017 plan.  Scott Ellis provided the fecal count data from 2012 through 2016.  He reported that beginning in 2016, the Lab has an improved method to obtain the results.  This new method changes the State safe levels for full body contact from 235 cfu/100ml to 190 mpn/100ml.  
The Committee discussed what the historical data might mean and what/how we should deal with the information.  No conclusions were reached.  Scott will continue to gather more information and report to the March 2017 Lakes & Parks meeting.  

h. Lake level status :  Donnie Harrell reported the lake is currently 13 inches below full pool.  
x.     New Business
a. Tom O’Connor application to serve on the Lakes & Parks Committee :  Tom was present and introduced himself.  He is a 35+ year resident of Lake St Louis and enjoys using all our CA amenities.  After brief discussion, the Committee acted:

Motion:  Recommend the CA Board of Directors approve Tom O’Connor as a member of the Lakes & Parks Committee, term to expire the end of 2019.

b. Gas Dock Modifications:  Brian presented a drawing of a proposed two (2) finger pier addition to the existing gas dock that would enable parking three boats simultaneously for gas dock service.  The ability to park more than one boat at a time should significantly speed up servicing gas dock customers and reduce the waiting lines that often occur – especially during busy lake use times.  After discussion with Brian, John Stone and Donnie Harrell, the Committee recommends the following:
Motion:  Recommend the CA Board of Directors approve the modification and reconstruction of the CA gas dock with one eight (8) foot wide x 22 feet long finger pier installed in the middle of the current dock.  New stand-off support bars and cross cables should be used to stabilize the dock.  Stand-off bumper verticals need to be both high enough to protect the tallest of pontoon boats and low enough to protect the lowest of fishing and Class 6 & 8 boats.  Several bumper verticals should be used to accommodate the variety of expected boat lengths and shapes.  
Approved (7-0)
c. Anglers Season Schedule 2017 : John Dangoia presented the Anglers’ proposed 2017 Schedule of Activities.  After discussion, the Committee acted:
Motion:  Recommend the CA Board of Directors approve the Anglers 2017 Schedule of Activities as provided.

Approved (7-0)

d. Angler Shocking Lake  :  John Dangoia described the Anglers’ plan to shock the lake in April as they have in previous years.  The Anglers have a member that will be tracking fish harvesting this year.  Anglers and other CA fishermen are asked to report their fish removal to aid the development of this data base and help determine future stocking needs.  
e. GPS Silt Readings and Equipment  :  The Committee reviewed the letter provided by Rob Stephenson describing recommended depth sounding equipment and data base service.  The Committee believes this approach is needed to enable accurate lake depth measurements to plan for future dredging needs and to obtain accurate measurements of silt quantity removal during those dredging operations.  
Motion:  Recommend the CA Board of Directors approve the purchase of two Simrad G05 XSE depth scanner systems - $569.00 each - for installation and use on CA Water Patrol Boats.  They can be used continuously during Water Patrol operations and will automatically collect water depth data and GPS position.  The data can then be downloaded for processing by the Navico & Cmap’s BioBase aquatic mapping system.  A ten-year subscription to the mapping system cost is $925.  It will cover both lakes and will accept input from both of the scanners.

f. Cancer Center Curb cutting plan  :  Brian provided a marked up view of the Hospital’s plan to add a curb cut on the access road to Windjammer.  The curb cut will provide the Hospital’s Cancer Center parking lot with an additional access/egress point.  FYI.
g. 1st Bank Property Sale  :  Brian provided a marked up view of the property behind the 1st Bank building that the bank has for sale.  No price info is available at this time.  The property extends from behind the building, down the hill and stops at our Windjammer Point paved parking area.  The Committee commented that it would be good for the CA to purchase the property if it were an affordable price.  The Committee speculated that the Hospital might want to buy it and build a tiered parking structure.  FYI.
h. Committee Meeting Schedule  :  Brian provided the new comprehensive CA Board and Committee meeting schedule calendar.  The Committee expressed its appreciation for this helpful tool.
i. 2004 MasterCraft X-2  :  John Stone presented  CA member Dave Riutzell’s letter and related information requesting the 2004 MasterCraft X-2 be added to the approved list of Class 8 boats.  After reviewing the provided information, the Committee asked John to relay back to Dave Riutzell that the Committee needs a letter/email from MasterCraft stating that the 2004 X-2 hull is identical (same mold shape) to an AWSA tested and approved model.  
ii.     General Discussion / Comments:  Brian mentioned that the CA volunteer appreciation dinner has been postponed.  It will be rescheduled to a week-night to avoid impacting members’ weekends and will likely include volunteers’ significant others.
