vi.     Board Report – George Rich reported the CA Open House was very successful.  The CA Controller resigned, We now have a TEMP from the Robert Half Agency to fill in pending the selection of a permanent employee.  George also advised the CA spent about $50K less on suppliers/vendors in 2016 vs 2015.  
Chairman Dattilo reported that Tom O’Connor was approved as our new L&P Committee member.  The CA did not accept our recommendation regarding the redesign of the CA gas dock at Windjammer Point.  The Board is pursuing a single, forty six (46) foot long single dock (essentially a longer version of the 24 foot dock we have now) After lengthy discussion, the Committee determined that the single, long dock design would not be a safe and effective solution to speed up gas service.  The Committee again believes that a safe and effective solution is the following as we recommended last month:

Motion:  Recommend the CA Board of Directors reconsider its position on the CA gas dock and approve the modification and reconstruction of the CA gas dock with one eight (8) foot wide x 22 feet long finger pier installed perpendicular to the middle of the current dock.  New stand-off support bars and cross cables should be used to stabilize the existing dock.  Stand-off bumper verticals on the finger pier will need to be both high enough to protect the tallest of pontoon boats and low enough to protect the lowest of fishing and Class 6 & 8 boats.  Several bumper verticals should be used to accommodate the variety of expected boat lengths and shapes.

In order to further speed up gas service, the gas pump attendant should be able to process credit cards more quickly rather than having to go back to the gas shack for each transaction. The Committee recommends the following:

Motion:  Recommend the CA Board of Directors authorize staff to purchase for use on the gas dock a portable, wireless Credit Card reader/receipt printer with sufficient rechargeable battery endurance to last the duration of a full weekend day of operation.

The Board also approved the Anglers’ Schedule as recommended by Lakes & Parks.


The Lake Depth Gage approach is on hold pending further refinement in the approach by Donny.


Our L&P Committee suggestions for Lakewood Park improvements were presented to the Board.

viii. Committee Reports

a. Aquatics – No report
b. Finance – Chairman Dattilo reported the TEMP Controller situation was presented.  
c. E&F – Skimmer pipe improvements are under consideration.
d. Green Environmental Advisory Committee – Scott Ellis reported development of 2017 Green activity goals, including the development of a butterfly garden by late June.  Linda Daniels is developing Strategy and Plans for a database of Energy usage and efficiency.  The Green Committee is also working with the City’s Master Plan.
e. Water Patrol Report – John Stone reported fifty-seven members have been trained so far at the seven Boater Safety Classes given to date.  There are eight more classes to be given during March/April.  John noted that the CA typically experiences 100+ new boat registrations each year.  
ix.     Old Business
a. Lakewood Park design.  Awaiting more information from CA staff.
b. Boater Safety Orientation:  See Water Patrol report above.  
c. Park Assignments – John Stone provided a handout with L&P Committee member assignments to CA Parks.  He will add Tom O’Connor to the Dauphine Lots.
d. Fecal Count Data.  2017 plan.  Scott Ellis reported more detailed information on the latest Lab e-coli testing techniques yielding a suggested geometric mean maximum of 190 mpn /100ml for full body contact water sports.  Scott’s research leads him to recommend that the CA follow a regimen similar to previous years to sample our water eight times during the boating season; once in mid-May, twice in June, July and August, and once in mid September. Each sampling event would include five samples from the large lake and three samples from the little lake.  Lab analysis of each individual sample costs $25.   The Committee is of the opinion that we should analyze this boating season’s sampling results before drawing any conclusions on how and when to best advise the CA membership on the significance of the results and potential risk for members’ use of our Lakes.  An additional consideration is that the e-coli count can vary substantially during the boating season due to weather, water temperature and watershed run-off.  E-coli presence can be dramatically impacted by major rainfall events – the type that flood the large lake -- and bring dramatic amounts of upstream run-off and debris into both lakes.  In order to better understand these situations, the Committee suggests that the timing of at least one of the scheduled sampling(s) be performed two days following a major rain/flooding event.  Two additional ‘special’ sampling activities should then be added to help us determine how rapidly the e-coli count declines after a major rainfall.  The first ‘special’ sampling event should occur four days after such a big rain event, followed by a second ‘special’ sampling six days after the major rain event.  Those two additional ‘special’ samplings should come from our most significantly impacted locations of Jefferson Point, Villa Cove, Paris Cove and Lakewood Cove.  The Committee developed the following motion:

Motion:  Recommend the CA Board of Directors authorize CA staff continue to take and have analyzed eight lake water samples (five for the large lake, three for the small lake) during the boating season as follows; One sample in mid-May, 2 samples during each month (June, July, August) and 1 sample in mid-September.  At least one sampling should occur two days following a major rain/lake flooding event.  Two additional special samplings should be taken after the major rain event; one sampling at four days following the event, and the second at six days following the event.

e. Lake level status.  The lake has returned to normal pool.  
x.     New Business
a. PWSD2 Water sewer impact on Summer Lake use– Dan Oberle presented the latest status on the Sewer Pipe Inspection Project.  Inspection of the sewer pipes in the small lake is complete.  The pipes are in excellent condition and needed only minor clean up of some limited spalling of the concrete liners.  The next recommended follow-up inspection for small lake sewers will be in ten years. 
Installation of the large lake sewer access covers using the temporary 10’ manhole cylinders over the five selected pipe junction is underway and is expected to be complete by mid-May.  During the summer boating season, we will see smaller diameter ‘inspection tubes’ in occasional use over the inspection points to perform camera based inspections of the sewer lines.  These inspection tubes will be well marked with buoys and lights when in place.  
b. Ski Club Schedule 2017  Joe Rzeszotko presented the 2017 Ski Club Schedule of practices and shows for Jefferson Point and the Small Lake for the 1 May – 23 September show season.  The schedule is essentially identical to the 2016 schedule.
Motion:  Recommend the CA Board of Directors approve the 2017 Ski Club Practice and Show Schedule as presented.

c. GPS Silt Readings and Equipment:  On hold by the CA Board.  The Committee respectfully requests the Board take action to approve our Motion on this topic.  Chairman Dattilo plans to attend the next Board Executive Session meeting to answer any questions/concerns the Board may have.
d. Spring Schedule-Projects on plan:  No report.
e. 2004 Mastercraft X2: The MasterCraft factory provided information that the 2004 Mastercraft X2 is built using the same hull as the 2003 Mastercraft X2 which is on our approved list of Class 8 Boats.
Motion:  Recommend the CA Board of Directors approve the addition of the 2004 Mastercraft X2 to the list of approved Class 8 boats.
