i.     Call to Order at 7:00pm by Vice Chairman Mispagel
ii.     Roll Call – 
iii.     Approval of Agenda:  Motion to approve as submitted.

iv.     Approval of Minutes – March 2017

v.  
Guests: Danny Dean attended the meeting requesting L&P endorsement of his 1992 MasterCraft ProStar 205 to be added to the list of Class 6 boats.  Mr. Dean presented manufacturer’s documentation verifying that his boat has an identical hull as the 1991 MasterCraft ProStar 190 that was approved years ago by the Community Association.  At the time, the 190 was approved, the CA rules limited Class 6 boats to a length not to exceed 20 feet.  Years later, the CA revised the Class 6 boat rules to lengths not to exceed 20 feet 9 inches.  We did not go back at that time and add boats that were previously not approved because they exceeded the 20 foot rule.  Mr. Dean’s boat at 20 feet 6 inches is fully compliant with our current Class 6 boating rules.
Motion:  Recommend the CA Board of Directors approve the 1992 MasterCraft ProStar 205 to be added to the list of Approved Class 6 boats.

vi.     Board Report – George Rich reported the CA approved our recommendations for a ‘T’ design for the gas dock at Windjammer.  The L&P recommendation for a new wireless credit card machine with built-in receipt printer is currently on hold pending further evaluation.  George also reported the CA took no action on our recommendation for Lake Water sampling including special samplings after severe storm/lake flooding.  See discussion under Old Business, Item e.
vii.     Staff Report – None.  Brian is on vacation.
viii. Committee Reports

a. Aquatics – No report
b. Finance – No report  
c. E&F – Skimmer pipe improvements are sorely needed and are under consideration.  The CA Board is studying the issue.  
The L&P Committee members recommended the CA Board members meet with Dan Oberle to discuss the approach he recommended at the March L&P meeting.  
d. Green Environmental Advisory Committee – See discussion under Old Business, Item e. 
e. Water Patrol Report – John Stone reported between 150-200 members have been trained so far at the Boater Safety Classes given to date. The feedback from members has been very positive.  John also reported that a member attempted to launch a MasterCraft X20 Pickle Fork boat using stickers purchased for a different boat.  The boat being launched appeared to be much larger than a rule-compliant boat.  After a quick check, the Water Patrol confirmed that the member was trying to launch an oversize, non-compliant boat.  The CA Board is aware of the situation and will take appropriate action.  
ix.     Old Business
a. Lakewood Park design.  Nearby residents’ comments are being received.  Details are in work for the project.  
b. Gas Dock Redesign:  See comments under Board Report above.   
c. Boater Safety Course Update – See Water Patrol report above. 
d. Park Assignments:  No discussion
e. Fecal Count Data.  2017 plan.  Scott Ellis reported that the initial standard sampling activity had been completed.  We are now awaiting the lab results.  George Rich reported that the CA was generally NOT in agreement with the L&P recommendation for lake water sampling including two special sampling events following major storm events.  The Board’s rationale seemed to they did not know what do with the information once collected.  There was also concern that significant eColi contamination readings might cause great concern by CA members.  The Committee explained again to George what was discussed at the March L&P meeting; the data would give us an opportunity to begin to acquiring information that could be used in the future to better inform members how soon the lakes return to ‘normal’ levels of contamination following major rain events.   Since we just experienced a major rain/lake flooding event, the Committee expressed is disappointment that the lack of action by the CA Board on our recommendation has caused us to miss an excellent opportunity to acquire meaningful data.  The following is an excerpt from our March L&P Meeting Minutes and the accompanying Motion:

“The Committee is of the opinion that we should analyze this boating season’s sampling results before drawing any conclusions on how and when to best advise the CA membership on the significance of the results and potential risk for members’ use of our Lakes.  An additional consideration is that the e-coli count can vary substantially during the boating season due to weather, water temperature and watershed run-off.  E-coli presence can be dramatically impacted by major rainfall events – the type that flood the large lake -- and bring dramatic amounts of upstream run-off and debris into both lakes.  In order to better understand these situations, the Committee suggests that the timing of at least one of the scheduled sampling(s) be performed two days following a major rain/flooding event.  Two additional ‘special’ sampling activities should then be added to help us determine how rapidly the e-coli count declines after a major rainfall.  The first ‘special’ sampling event should occur four days after such a big rain event, followed by a second ‘special’ sampling six days after the major rain event.  Those two additional ‘special’ samplings should come from our most significantly impacted locations of Jefferson Point, Villa Cove, Paris Cove and Lakewood Cove.

Motion:  Recommend the CA Board of Directors authorize CA staff continue to take and have analyzed eight lake water samples (five for the large lake, three for the small lake) during the boating season as follows; One sample in mid-May, 2 samples during each month (June, July, August) and 1 sample in mid-September.  At least one sampling should occur two days following a major rain/lake flooding event.  Two additional special samplings should be taken after the major rain event; one sampling at four days following the event, and the second at six days following the event.”   

The Committee respectfully would appreciate the CA Board’s reconsideration of the above recommendations and Motion.  

x.     New Business
a. Current Lake Status  Heavy rain has flooded both lakes.  Significant debris is in the large lake.  Cleanup activity is underway. 
b. Jefferson Point Drive Blockade  (E&F Motion-- recommended plan to block area between the pavilion and restrooms)  The Committee agreed that it is a good idea to prevent vehicle traffic in thjs area.  Suggest installing attractive features, such as large planter boxes or pots.  Regular concrete barriers would be an undesirable eyesore.
c. 1992 MasterCraft ProStar 205 request for approval:  See discussion under ‘Guests’
d. Dock Identification:  No action taken after a brief discussion.
e. Non-Ethanol Gas:  John Stone reported that none of our local gasoline suppliers have non-ethanol gas to offer.  The Committee also discussed the possibility of the CA purchasing gas without the Missouri Road Use Sales Tax being added to the price.  John will inquire with our gasoline suppliers.
