i.     Call to Order by Acting Chairman, Tom Mispagel at 7:01pm 

ii.     Roll Call
iii.     Approval of Agenda as amended to Add New Business, Item C, Change in Ski Club Arch Rivals practice date;  Approved (8-0)  
iv.    Approval of Minutes:  July minutes missing
v.  
Guests:  Question about Water Patrol dusk patrolling.  Do they need to go so fast?  Discussion followed that high speed patrolling is better for two reasons;  1.) The patrol round can be completed more quickly, and 2.) There is less wake when the boat is moving fast than if it traveled slower.  John Stone stated he would endeavor to stay closer to the middle of the lake to stay farther away from shorelines.  
vi.     Staff Report – Brian Devost reported the following: 
· CA Board election will be Oct 17.  Current Board members Tipton and Johnson are retiring.

· Tennis Court repairs and new Pool Lights are complete

· CA Website is being improved and updated.  Several new interactive features added.

· Card readers have been rotated 90 degrees to make them easier to use.

· Board Members are concerned that CA members are leaving personal items (lake toys, etc.) on CA rental docks.  Problem is primarily in Lakewood.  Brian will send a letter to Lakewood Dock renters to remind them not to leave personal items on the CA Docks.

· Paris Cove dredging will begin in a few weeks

· E&F is investigating the deteriorating sea walls at the Main Marina Pavilion.

· The City is investigating Culvert damage in Paris Cove.

· PWSD #2 requested an easement to relocate the Lakewood lift station.  Work to begin in 2017.

· 2015 Financial Audit competed with clean results.

· Jefferson Point BBQ grills and landscaping installed.

· Mobil App is available to monitor all 28 CA security cameras.
· CA is partnering with the City to better integrate CA C&Rs with City Codes and enforcement

· Both lakes will be lowered beginning Oct 15.

· Aug 6 – Elvis Impersonator

· Aug 13 – Windjammer Point – Band night

· Aug 20 – Triathlon

· Aug 26-28 -- A film company will be filming the CA Restaurant

· Aug 20 – Band at CA Clubhouse

· Sept  29 & Oct 6 – Flu vaccinations at CA Clubhouse

Water Patrol report:  John Stone reported that the first offering of the new Boat & Water Safety Orientation Class that he has developed will be given at Windjammer Point Pavillion at 11:00am on Oct 6.  

vii. Committee Reports

a. Finance – No report
b. Green Environmental Advisory Committee – Scott Ellis 
i. Brief summary of our last (July 27) City GEAC meeting. A Butterfly Garden will be developed in the fall.  The GEAC will re-energize its information campaign in NEWSTIME beginning in the fall. Electrical equipment recycling event will be held at the Meadows on Oct 1.  
ii. The Ambassadors plan to host our community's third annual Fall Festival on Saturday, September 24. 
Motion:  Recommend the CA Board of Directors approve the use of Windjammer Point facilities for the Fall Festival on September 24; setup to begin on September 23.  Approved (8-0)
iii. Scott provided and discussed the Lakes of Missouri Volunteer Program (LMVP) 2015 biological water quality testing results, along with the overall results from more than 100 public lakes in the state. These data show that our two lakes remain in high quality relative to other Missouri lakes and to similar 2010 testing of our lakes' water.  Lake water testing by Ed Young and Brian through LMVP continues in 2016. 
c. Water Patrol Report – John Stone advised the only thing that stands out is the higher than usual number of safety flag (non) use violations.
viii.     Old Business
a. Sugar Sand Tango Jet Boat, Don Whilhite.  A subcommittee consisting of John Stone, Mark Brown and Barry Berisford participate in a demonstration ride conducted by Mr Whilhite.  Based on what they observed and experienced (both Mark and Barry drove the boat through a number of different conditions), they agreed the boat’s performance is consistent with other CA approved boats.  It is very maneuverable and produces a very small wake, even at ‘plowing’ speeds.  
Motion:  Recommend the CA Board of Directors approve a provisional one-year exception to the L&P Boating rules to permit the Registration of the Model Year 2000 Sugar Sand Tango Jet Boat.   Approved (8-0).  

The one year provisional exception is recommended in case something unforeseen arises.  Barring that, the committee expects that follow-on permanent exception for this boat would be appropriate.    

b. Park Assignments –Bathrooms lock up time at Woodlands.  John Stone advised that Water Patrol monitors this and normally locks them between 9:30 and 10:00pm. Jefferson Point Pavilion lights are on a timer set and maintained by CA maintenance.
i. Nan McCabe noted the following Bay Oaks items needing Maintenance Attention:

1. Park signage had been vandalized by painting

2. Old park tables need to be removed
3. Loose/missing tiewall piece needs replaced

ii. Nan also noted that the music being played at the Pool has some pretty objectionable lyrics.  Brian will counsel the lifeguards to play only family friendly music.

iii. Nan described some instances of boys being bullied on the Bay Oaks common docks.  Brian and John suggested that Nan (or anyone else) call Water Patrol they next time she observes this kind of bad behavior.  
c. Private Dock Address Identification status.  Brian advised the CA staff is investigating other options such a landmark to identify boaters’ locations on the lake should they need emergency assistance.  
ix. New Business
a. Fecal Content in Lake(s) schedule & results.  Brian will check with the Lab to determine why these numbers are so much higher that what we’ve seen in past years.
b. V-Lift for CA Common Docks   Marv Davis of Tiger Boat provided an informational handout describing the latest version of the V-Lift.  He has been approached by a CA member who would like to get approval to use a V-Lift in their CA rental dock at the Main Marina.  In general, the Committee’s main concern with this type of Boat Lift is that it is quite large and is visually attention-getting.  Most Committee members stated that the V-Lifts are unsightly.  After much discussion and interchange with Marv, the committee decided to take a vote:  
Motion:  Recommend the CA Board of Directors approve the V-Lift for use at the Windjammer CA Rental docks.  (Motion failed 0-8). Note:  The reason for selecting Windjammer was to use the V-Lift in an area that is not in plain view of nearby CA members.
Motion:  Table this item to the September L&P meeting for further consideration.

(Approved 8-0)

Note:  During General Discussion/Comments, Barry Berisford asked Joyce Corey and Brian DeVost to encourage the CA Board Members to familiarize themselves with this type of lift, especially its visual appearance.  Barry requested the CA Staff and CA Board provide their opinions to the L&P Committee at the September meeting.

c. Ski Club request to change Arch Rivals in-the-water show practice:  Mark Brown presented the Ski Club’s request to change the Arch Rivals approved practice date from August 10 to August 8.  Brian to poll the CA Board members in time to provide guidance to the Ski Club.
Motion:  Recommend the CA Board of Directors approve the Ski Club Arch Rivals in-the-water practice from August 10 to August 8.  (Approved 8-0)
x.     General Discussion / Comments
Joe sent in the following:

- Pool lights look and function great.  Thanks to CA.
- Glen Mueller Barefoot Tournament went great.  Approx. 30 participants.  Large novice/junior division was great hit with crowd.  Two World Champions for Barefoot events in attendance.  Great response from majority of lakefront homeowners.

- LSL Ski Club placed 5th at Regional competition and has qualified for Division 1 competition.  This will have LSL competing against the best water ski teams in the USA.
