V. Guests: Kurt Lynn, CA Board Member, spoke to the concerns expressed by Steve Parkin in the March 07 L&P minutes regarding the Board’s action to approve the Ski Club’s Jefferson Point practice and show schedule without endorsement from Lakes and Parks.  Steve suggested there would still be time for the L&P to reconsider the Ski Club’s request at the March meeting.  Kurt explained that the Board took the action since L&P was unable to act on the Ski Club request in February (no L&P quorum).  Kurt stated that the Board believed that prompt action was required to provide CA members with as much lead time as possible to arrange and coordinate schedules with the range of family activities in which many CA members and their children participate.  

VI. Committee Reports 

1. City Parks:  Tom Mispagle reported that recent rains have impacted ball field practice schedules.  The Triathlon is close to full subscription.  Ribbon cutting at the Unlimited Playground will be held April 21st.

2. Aquatics:  Steve Probst reported the Aquatics committee met – no report on outcome.

3. Finance:  No meeting

4. Engineering and Facilities:  Tim Fila reported the Gilmore creek study is underway.  The City received a grand to stabilize the shoreline behind the hospital.

5. Water Safety Committee:  No discussion

6. Maintenance Items:  CA Maintenance is still repairing ice damage.  Please check your parks and report needed maintenance to Tom Mispagel or Steve Probst.

VII. Results of Board of Directors Meeting:  Steve Probst reported that L&P items were reviewed.  The Board decided that any approved V-drive boats will go into the Class 6 category.  Any Class 3,4 and 5 boats over 20’ length cannot have a bolt on platform.  First Saturday in May is lake cleanup.

VIII. Old Business

1. Maintenance Issues. Please inspect your Assigned Parks

2. More severe penalties for using artificial wake producing devices.  After discussion, the committee decided to review all boating rule violation penalties at the May meeting. 

3. Teak Surfing penalties:  Will be reviewed at the May meeting.

IX. New Business

1. Class 6 V- Drives:  The committee reviewed the manufacturer’s information on the 2006/2007  MasterCraft  X1 V-drive boat.  The boat uses the same hull as the ProStar 190, which is approved by LSL.  Barry Berisford asked Kurt Lynn is the CA Board had any objection to creating a new Class 8 category for any approved V-drives.  Kurt stated that the Board had no explicit objection and had thought that including V-drives in Class 6 was convenient for administrative purposes.  Barry stated his opinion that the Class 6 category should be reserved only for boats that have been USAWS tested and approved three event tournament tow boats.  

Motion:  Recommend the CA Board of Directors authorize the creation of a new Class 8 boat category for V-drives that are based on LSL approved Class 6 boat hulls.   Boat length, weight and engine displacement limits shall be the same as Class 6.  Recommend the 2006 and 2007 model MasterCraft X1 boats be placed on the list of approved Class 8 boats.  This recommendation is subject to inspection by CA Water Patrol to verify length and documentation compliance.


Approved:  6 yes, 1 no, 1 abstain

Motion:  Recommend the CA Board of Directors remove the 2007 Supra Comp 20 from the approved list of Class 6 boats pending determination if the ‘smart plate’ is a wake enhancing device.

2. Polar Bear Plunge Feb. 9, 2008.  

Motion:  Recommend the CA Board of Directors approve the Polar Bear   Plunge use of Lake St Louis as proposed on Feb 9, 2008.

3. 1993 Ski Supreme:  Steve Probst explained that there is a 1993 Ski Supreme that has been registered at LSL for several years.  By oversight, L&P and the CA Board have not added this year model (the same as the approved 1992 model) to the approved list.

Motion:  Recommend the CA Board of Directors add the 1993 Ski Supreme to the approved list of Class 6 boats.

5. Revised Boat Length Rule:  Discussion on the CA Board’s recent action requiring runabouts with length over 20’ but not exceeding 20’ 6” cannot have a bolt on platform.  Concern that we may see boats that have both a built in platform and a bolt on platform.  After discussion, the committee believes that boat size is adequately covered with the combination of the new 3200 pound weight limit and the previous length rule allowing runabout lengths up  20’ 6”if the boat has a molded in platform.

Motion:  Recommend the CA Board of Directors take no action to change the runabout boat length rules at this time.
