IV. Approval of July, 2006 Minutes

                                            Approved (5-2)  Cliff Hill and Steve Parkin opposed.
            Note:  Tom Mispagel requested that he and the Secretary, Barry Berisford be provided a copy of the CD of the July meeting in order to review and update the informal minutes that were presented orally to the July CA Board meeting.  

V. Guests: 

1. Additional Buoy Request:  Mike Soltis of Fox Hunt Court requested one additional buoy to the existing four to help direct boating traffic near his house.  He observes many tubers coming too close to his dock.  

Motion:  Recommend the CA Board of Directors authorize CA Staff to check placement of buoys in the Bay Oaks areas between #10 and #11.  Approved.

2.   Response #2:  Gary Torlina of Harbor View spoke to question Response #2 dealing with a prior CA Board ruling that requires the committee to seek CA Board permission prior to dealing with any outside agencies.  As an example, the committee is not authorized to have discussions with Missouri Water Patrol representatives on boating rule issues without prior CA Board permission.  Gary suggests the Committee investigate possible rule changes to permit appropriate outside contact without incurring any CA obligations.

1. City Parks:  Hawk Ridge Park is the name of the new park.  

2. Aquatics:  Working on 1,3,5 year Capital Plan

3. Finance:  Did not meet.  Next meeting is September

4. Engineering and Facilities:  Working on engineering study for log catcher.  Sent out six requests, only received one quote.

5. Maintenance Items –  Nothing new to report
VII. Results of Board of Directors Meeting:  Our plan to establish a Subcommittee to study dock placement was disapproved due to no need for a formal committee.  (We can still proceed with an informal panel of members to investigate possibilities – with particular focus on the old IGA building area.)

CA Board approved Pat Arras as new Garden Club Rep to L&P.

CA Board took no action on our L&P recommendations to not allow ski jump on the lake next year.

CA Board took no action to further limit days and times for Ski Club practices and shows at Jefferson Point

CA Board determined that a more in-depth study is needed of upcoming changes in Class 5 and 6 boats.

CA Board had not received formal minutes from the July L&P meeting.

Motion:  Recommend the CA Board of Directors authorize the above Capital                  requests into the 1,3,5 year Capital Plan.  Motion Approved

3. Rules on ‘Kite Tubes’:  Since two manufacturers have recalled their flying tubes, Water Patrol requests revising the Boating  Rules (Item 5, Reg. A, #3 to include ‘Kite Tubes and similar items’ as prohibited items.  

Motion:  Recommend the CA Board of Directors authorize amending the Boating Rules to prohibit the use of Kite Tubes and similar items.  

Approved (7-0).

4. Ski Club rep to L&P.  Barry Berisford has recently experienced extensive job travel and has missed several L&P meetings.  The President of the Ski Club, Kathy Warren, requested if it would be possible to have an alternate from the Ski Club serve on L&P in Barry’s absence.  Greg Jones offered that such action would require a change to the L&P charter.  The committee was generally receptive to the request, but suggested that an alternate would not have voting privileges.  Kathy stated her concern that several Ski Club issues were recently acted upon by L&P with no prior communication or coordination with the Ski Club.  The Committee’s response what the Organization’s Rep to L&P would notify their group if major issues are brought up.                                                                                                                      (Secretary’s note:  The question is still open – what if the Organization’s rep is absent from a L&P meeting and issues are surfaced and acted upon with no input from the Rep or the Organization?)

5. Article 25:  Discussion on what constitutes a Conflict of Interest on the part of CA Board Members.  Ernie Warrick raised the question at a recent CA Board Meeting questioning if it a conflict of interest for CA Board Members to vote on matters involving CA authorized organizations with whom they are affiliated.  Ernie provided handouts to L&P Committee members of various CA Board documents that deal with Conflict of Interest.  Steve Probst stated that recognized organizations affiliation by Board members has never been considered to fall under the conflict of interest rules.  If a Board member has a personal financial interest in a Board decision, they abstain.    

Motion:  Recommend the CA Board of Directors provide written guidelines on Conflict of Interest and review with legal counsel.

6. Street Addresses on private Docks:  As a safety matter, placement of street addresses on private docks might be a good idea.  No action taken or planned since the CA Board had already decided to take no action.
