1. Rhonda Ferret and Joyce Powell, representing LSL Mothers’ Club RE: Replace and update CA Clubhouse children’s’ playground.  Rhonda and Joyce provided information on safety and maintenance issues with the current playground.  They also presented a site plan and cost estimates to replace the equipment and play surface based on information from Fry Associates.          The committee appreciated the need and information and will consider this request in its Capital Review activity.                                                                                           

VI. Committee Reports

1. City Parks: Tom Mispagel reported dates for: Movie in the Park;   9 Aug, and Ralph Butler at Windjammer;  16 August.

2. Aquatics:  No report

3. Finance:  Ron Wilson reported that Finance reviewed financial statements and discussed an on-line boat and dock registration system.

4. Engineering and Facilities:  Jim Devin reported E&F reviewed storm damage recovery, barge deck resurfacing, maintenance area improvements, Duello silt basin water drainage problems, algae and seaweed problems on the little lake, Sept ’08 Hwy 40 bridge construction completion / re-opening, and Lower Dauphine lake depth sounding results (appears to be on schedule for a 2010-11 dredging).

5. Water Safety Committee:  No meeting

6. Maintenance Items -  No input

VII. Results of Board of Directors Meeting:  Greg Jones highlighted meeting results.

VIII. Old Business

1. Algae/Weeds in Lake St. Louise:  The committee reviewed a copy of the CA letter to small lake residents outlining the problem and possible solutions.  Concerns discussed about chemical treatment, while effective in killing the algae/seaweed, would have a secondary effect of reducing oxygen content in the lake (due to dead seaweed falling to lake bed).   Anglers propose to stock the lake with grass-eating carps as an effective solution.  The carp approach would likely result in the algae/seaweed problem getting initially worse, then improving – taking two to three years to return to a satisfactory condition.      

      
Ron Wilson will develop a plan and present to the September L&P meeting.

2. Water Patrol Report:  The committee reviewed the June and July Water Patrol report and results.

3. Booker Report:  Tom Mispagel discussed progress at the recent meeting of Committee Chairs with the CA Board.

4. Capital Improvement Report 2008:  Ron Wilson reviewed progress.  Several small projects are running a little behind since staff focus has been on storm cleanup.  Ron also reported the CA is working with the Corps of Engineers to get Jefferson Point Wetlands permit.

IX. New Business

1. Storm Damage:  Ron Wilson discussed Jefferson Point dock storm damage.  The CA may not file an insurance claim.  Clean up from last week’s heavy rain is still underway.

2. Capital Improvements 2009:  See attachment (1) showing the list discussed.  The committee will review and add any additional items at the September meeting.

3. Request to reconsider the Outlook 24 Pontoon Boat.  The committee reviewed manufacturer’s and Classic Marine dealer’s letters.  The boat still appears to be well over the length limit.  The bolt on platform results in what appears to be a single piece deck.     No action taken.

4. Figure 8 barefoot tournament and World Record Float attempt:  Greg Jones presented a proposal to permit a Figure 8 barefoot tournament and Float record attempt on the small lake the weekend of 25-26 July 2009.
