VI. Committee Reports

1. City Parks:  Tom Mispagel reported the City is evaluating the work/storage area behind Boulevard Park for possible clean up and expansion of useable park space.
2. Aquatics:  Ron Wilson reported Swim Team functions are complete for the season.  Pool use is in its normal decline for late summer.
3. Finance:  Skip Raleigh reported current CA financial performance is good.  Contract awarded for planning study on Jefferson Point improvements.
4. Engineering and Facilities:  No report.  Did not hold August meeting.
5. Water Safety Committee:  No meeting.
6. Maintenance Items:  Chairman Mispagel provided a copy of reported maintenance at Marinas. 
VII. Results of Board of Directors Meeting:  Grandfathering of Dri-Port over-length Pontoon boats referred back to Lakes & Parks.
VIII. Old Business

a. Water Patrol Report:  Copy of July and Year to Date actions taken.  No serious issues to report.  
b. Grandfather Boats Dri Port Marine:  Water Patrol reported they had measured the length of the Wooten’s 250 Escapade PTX and the Brawner’s 250 Sunsation LTD PTX.  Including the integral motor mount bracket, the boats measure 25’ 4”.  After discussion, the committee developed the following motion:
Motion:  Recommend the CA Board of Directors ‘Grandfather’ the three over-length Pontoon boats currently registered to the Wootens, Bells, and Brawners.  (Hull #s on file at the CA office.)  Further recommend the CA Board of Directors approve the similar seven unsold boats at Dri-Port (Hull #s on file at the CA Office) in this same situation may be registered at LSL and similarly ‘Grandfathered’.

Secretary’s note:  Based on committee discussion, it is my understanding that grandfathering of these boats stipulates that, once registered, the owner must keep them continuously registered at LSL to retain the grandfathering concession.  The boats may NOT be sold to and re-registered at LSL by any other CA member.

a. Major Capital Projects Campaign:  The committee looks forward to the results and data from the membership vote on this subject.

b. 2010 Capital Improvements:  The committee reviewed prior year Capital request submissions and developed a preliminary prioritized list for 2001.  See Attachment 1.  The committee will review and finalize Capital recommendations at our September meeting.
X.  Comments from Committee Members:  Concern that some boats on Lake St Louise may   not be properly registered.  Watch item to see if it becomes a chronic problem.
