Comments from Committee Members


Duane Wall – commented that there is debris and galvanized metal in the water at 
Jefferson Point.  Also, the walkways were not pushed out far enough when the 
lake was lowered, therefore, damage has been done to the left walkway when 
facing the water.  Ron Wilson will have maintenance look into that issue.


Also mentioned were stumps in the water around the ski jump area.


Construction Status – Ron Wilson said the construction of the 100 ft wall back in 


the cove by Jefferson Point is delayed a bit due to all of the rain.


Joe Dattilo made a suggestion to advertise to the people of LSL to call the CA if 
they see any type of debris or stumps in the water while the lake is low.  It will be 
easier for maintenance to see and respond with the lake lowered.  Ron Wilson 
said they do get a number of calls about this, and that maintenance is regularly 
checking.
