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4. Length measurement for pontoon boats.  Ron Wilson presented information on a new design pontoon boat that has a 24” long outboard motor bracket bolted onto the rear of the deck.  Current CA policy is to include welded structural items in the overall length measurement, but not bolted on items.  Ron requested the committee’s advice.  After discussion the committee agreed the following:

Motion:  Recommend the CA Board of Directors amend the Boating rules Section II, A, 1. Length and Weight, to include;  pontoon length measurement shall include structural items to attach motors.  However, underwater brackets used to attach / protect accessories such as depth finders, speedometer pickups, etc., shall not be included in the length measurement.
