V. Guests: Jim Swanson, Tim Fila and Thomas Bick; all representing themselves and their applications to fill a Lakes & Parks Committee member-at-large vacancy.

Nancy McCabe representing the Garden Club.  Chairman Mispagel explained to Ms. McCabe that the committee and the CA Board had agreed to transition the Garden Club Rep position to a ‘member-at-large’ due to limited and spotty attendance over the past few years by the Garden Club rep.  Ms McCabe stated she was OK with the decision.

John Dangoia will fill out an application to be considered as the new Angler’s Rep.

Dr John Curtain presented his application to hold a special triathlon swim event on the small lake as a kick-off for his attempt to set a world’s record of participating in 50 triathlons in a year.  

               Motion:  Recommend the CA Board approve Dr John Curtain’s request for himself and approximately 15-20 other swimmers to perform a swim event in Lake St Louise, including installing and removing course markers.  The event would be conducted early on a Sunday and be complete in approximately two hours.  Approval contingent on satisfactory resolution of liability issues and obtaining the cooperation of the City Parks Department to set up and remove the course markers from the lake.

VI. Committee Reports

1. City Parks:  Tom Mispagel reported the new City Parks Director is on board.  The City approved $50K for a City Parks Master Plan, The Parks Board has found a company to do the study, but will need a total of $55K.

2. Aquatics:  No meeting

3. Finance:  No report

4. Engineering and Facilities:  Tim Fila reported the committee is looking at the Jeff Pt/ Dauphine Bay area to get additional soundings on road construction silt build-up.

5. Water Safety Committee:  Ron Wilson reported the committee continues to meet and work issues.

6. Maintenance Items:  Lake Clean-up while the lake is down is complete.  Dam panels were reinstalled, but after the heavy rain, will be removed again to permit residents to complete final seawall construction/repair.  Will begin to raise the lake approximately mid January.

VII. Results of Board of Directors Meeting:  The Board reviewed the L&P recommended Boating Rule changes.  The Board made some changes and provided a revised copy that L&P will review at this meeting, 8 January.  The Board also approved use of CA facilities for 2008 City Concert series.  2008 Triathlon date reserved.  2008 Golden Games were approved .  The Board also approved Joe Dattilo and Duane Wall as L&P members.  Steve Parkin was not approved.

VIII. Old Business

1. Open Seats on Committee (handled in closed session) After discussion and vote, the committee selected Tom Bick and Tim Fila as recommended members to fill the two member-at-large vacancies.

Motion:  Recommend the CA Board of Directors approve Tim Fila and Tom Bick to fill the two member-at-large vacancies on the Lakes and Parks Committee.

No trees to be placed closer than 125 feet from a resident’s dock unless specifically requested to do so.  Anglers to provide a detail map, including GPS coordinates of all trees placed into the lakes.
