VII. Results of Board of Directors Meeting:  The CA Board approved our Windjammer Point boat & trailer storage recommendations.   The Board also approved our recommendations for 2009 Committee Officers.

VIII. Old Business

1. Subcommittee for Tri Toons:  No meeting.  Will meet after the Jan. L&P meeting.

2. Class 6 Boats for 2009.  After review, the Committee agreed that all the 2008 approved Class 6 and Class 8 Boats are unchanged and will be available as 2009 models – with the exception of the Centurion T5 Comp that we are awaiting to confirm it still meets our weight limit.
