1. Water Patrol update was submitted and was well received

2. Storm Damage – the ski docks and skimmer were damaged, but after 

discussion our insurance company agreed to cover the damage.

We had 9” of overnight rain, the lake was as high as it has been in 

recent memory. Not much can be done to protect against high water 

in the future because the cure may cause other problems.

3. Safety of the fish habitats: gps readings are available. The problem is

that there are no natural habitats in either lake, so we must construct 

a few. The locations are well away from skiing or boating areas. A few

homeowners ask for habitats around their docs. Most are about 4 to 6 feet 

      deep and should not cause any problems.

4.   Algae on small lake: Ron says we are adding safe Chemicals around the

      area of the sail boats and will see how it works before expanding efforts
