III. Approval of Agenda:  Motion to approve.  (Approved 8-0)
IV. Approval of February, 2009 Minutes:  Motion to approve.  (Approved 8-0)
V. Guests:   

Frank Eggering re: Non CA individuals using kayaks at Jefferson Point & plans for Jefferson Point improvements.  Response was to report any suspicious use of Jeff Pt. to Water Patrol.  Planning continues for Jeff Pt improvements – now that HWY 64 construction in that area is close to complete.  

Marty Solomon re: replacing his 2002 Tige’ Class 6 boat.  Marty advises his current boat is being ‘totaled’ by in his insurance company.  Marty would like to purchase and obtain CA registration on a replacement boat of the same year and model.  The committee noted that the 2002 Tige I and CI, although approved in 2002, are no longer compliant with current Class 6 boating rules.  The committee concluded that since Mr. Solomon has to replace his current boat anyway, the CA should expect him to do so with one that meets current boating regulations.  The committee found no rationale to ‘grandfather’ a replacement boat.

Motion:  Recommend the CA Board approve Marty Solomon’s request to register a replacement 2002 Tige’ of the same model and specifications as his currently owned boat.


Failed (0-8)

Joel Willnerd:  re: Large Lake buoy placement near his home.  Mr. Willnerd advises that the buoy that was located near his house helping define the turning pattern in that portion of the lake is no longer located there and requests if the CA could re-evaluate the situation.  Ron Wilson will task Water Patrol to check out the situation and advise any recommendations.

Greg Maze, Dri-Port Marine re:  Pontoon length limit.  Greg advises that Dri-Port has seven new tri-toon pontoon boats that exceed our current 24’ 11” length limit due to the length of the center pontoon.  Dri-Port ordered these boats for their inventory since these boats are the same length /configuration as ones that were accepted and registered by the CA in 2008.  At that time, there was some uncertainty in how to apply the length rule to the aft end of the center pontoon’s motor attachment structure.  Recent clarifications in the CA’s  pontoon length measurement criteria for the 2009 season now results in the boats in question exceeding the 24’ 11” limit.  The boats registered in 2008 will be grandfathered.  Greg Maze would like the seven new boats he has in stock to be similarly grandfathered for any LSL CA resident that would like to purchase one and register it with the CA.  

Motion:  Recommend the CA Board of Directors provisionally approve the seven in- stock pontoon boats (model and Hull # info to be provided by Dri-Port) as being acceptable to register with the CA, subject to the boats meeting all other registration criteria.  No similar boats in the future should be permitted this exception.


Failed (1-3-4)  due to insufficient information

Greg Maze, Dri-Port Marine re:  placement of Dri-Port owned and operated work boat at LSL.  Greg would like to base a Dri-Port owned and operated work boat on the Large Lake for purposes of moving and servicing boats at owners’ requests.  After discussion, the committee agreed this would provide a good service to our membership and is similar in concept to Tiger Boats and C&J work boats in use on the lake.

Motion:  Recommend the CA authorize Dri-Port to park and use their work boat on the large lake for work related usage subject to:

· the CA shall be a named insured on the Dri-Port insurance policy covering this boat.

· the craft does not exceed our current CA Boating registration rule criteria

· Dri-Port maintains the craft in a seaworthy condition


Approved (8-0)

Greg Maze also suggested the CA should consider increasing the Pontoon boat horsepower limit to 150 HP to enable owners to more successfully use them for tubing, wake-boarding, etc.  Greg believes such a move would encourage some families to move from runabout style boats to pontoons – with a resulting net reduction in boat inducted wake / wave action.

VI. Committee Reports

1. City Parks:  Tom Mispagel reviewed the results of the City’s recent resident survey.  The net conclusion was that there was support for more walking & biking paths.  Also, no new taxes or fees are wanted.  

2. Aquatics:  Ron Wilson reported the pool is open and operating successfully.

3. Finance:  Skip Raleigh reported the CA received and selected the bid for a new pickup truck.  The exercise center needs approx $28K in electronic equipment.  CA Water Patrol staff will monitor and manage the usage of the facility from 8am -10pm daily.

4. Engineering and Facilities:  Ron Wilson reported the committee is reviewing selected cove cleanup plans.

5. Water Safety Committee:  No meeting.

6. Maintenance Items -  Tom Mispagel requested L&P members to inspect their assigned Parks and report maintenance needs to Ron Wilson.

· Nan McCabe reported Bay Oaks has a broken swing needing repair.  She also noted there are rotting ties that should be replaced during this fall’s lake lowering.
