1. Bill Cullen Ambassadors 2010 Fireworks Proposal:  Mr. Cullen described a proposal from the Ambassadors to relocate the fireworks launch site from the large lake dam to a floating launch platform in the open water area adjacent to the dam.  After much discussion on the proposal concept, it became clear that several logistics details have yet to be worked out.  One concern that received significant discussion was how to effectively establish and maintain the 500 foot safety radius around the launch platform.

Motion:  The Committee supports the Ambassadors fireworks launch concept in principle and recommends the CA Board of Directors task the CA Staff and any appropriate CA Committees to work with Ambassadors to develop a detail plan to successfully enable the fireworks water launch.

Tom Roach re:  Lunch on the Lake:  Mr. Roach presented his proposal to provide food service on the large lake via a pontoon that he owns and would operate.  The service would include sandwiches, hot dogs, non-alcoholic drinks and possibly frozen snacks.  He would operate this service using his lake-legal pontoon from his home on Villa Cove.  He would obtain all necessary county and city vendor and food service permits.
