Rustin Raleigh – 4520 Woodland Dr. – Was unable to get boat stickers this season because the leased slip where he docks his boat is leased under his dad’s name and address and his new boat is titled in only his name, not his dads (previous boat was titled in both his name and his dad’s)- only boats titled to leaseholder can obtain registration stickers.  Request was for an amendment to the lease contract to put his name and address on the lease so he can sticker his boat.  Request was denied and advised resident that such a request for an amendment to a contract must come from the board of directors.

Mr. Raleigh also made a suggestion for a public boat lift and powerwash for a boat wash – a pay to wash station for registered boats.  Darrell Hollinger suggested putting this item on next month’s meeting agenda so that some research could be done on prior discussions regarding this issue.

Lisa Hippee –623 Woodchuck Lane:  Informing committee that buoy 40 in Villa Cove is missing (has been for 2 seasons).  Ron Wilson stated the staff would look into the matter and  get the buoy into its proper position.

David Monahan –617 Lakeview Road:  Informing the committee of improvements needed in Lakewood Cove….fountain to turn water over to help reduce fecal counts, CA dock improvements/additions.  Argument for improvements is this is the publics first view of the lake from LSL Blvd.
