V. Guests:   Dave Reynolds, City of Lake Saint Louis Parks and Recreation Department presented proposed dates for 2008 triathlon and practice sessions….August 17 and 24th for the practices from 7-10 a.m. and August 30, 2008 for the triathlon. 1. City Parks:  Nothing to report.

2. Aquatics:  Ron Wilson reported that pool contract for 2008 was approved.

3. Finance:  Skip Raleigh reported committee is working on prioritizing capital requests and formulating their recommendations.

4. Engineering and Facilities:  Nothing to report

5. Water Safety Committee:  Cliff Hill reported committee is looking into adding a 4th call box and possibly adding signage to let people know where the boxes are.

6. Maintenance Item:  No items noted.

VII. Results of Board of Directors Meeting:  The Board accepted the recommendation of Lakes and Parks to approve the Class 8 boats class for one additional trail year, 2008.

VIII. Old Business
1. Dock waiting list procedures: Ron Wilson reported his department is working on getting an accurate and complete list of how many members are on the list and how long they have been on and how many duplicates.  They have only been working on the information for a couple days and have found that there are approximately 650 names, approximately 220 duplicates and about 30 people who have a dock but are still on the list.  This committee will discuss this issue further at our next meeting when Ron is able to provide more complete data.  The intention of the committee is to come up a suggestions to streamline the administration of the current waiting list procedures

IX.    New Business

1. Pat Arras resignation accepted.  She is no longer a member of the garden club and therefore can no longer serve on the L&P committee as their representative.

2. Open forum time limit was discussed and a motion was made to adopt the same rule as the BOD for this issue.  The meetings have been running well over 2 hours and measures need to be taken to make sure every member still gets an opportunity to be heard but respect to the committee is also retained.

Note that on June 22nd the sailing club requested the use of the lake for the Jr. Olympics.  We were not sure if there would be a conflict or if the events were on different lakes on that day.  If a conflict did happen, the ski club offered to move their event to another day.  We just need to let them know as soon as possible.
