VI. Committee Reports

1. City Parks:  Tom Mispagel reported planning is underway for how to best conduct a survey of what city residents believe they want and need from the city.

2. Aquatics:  Ron Nelson reported the committee recently met and recommended to stay with the same pool maintenance company as last year.

3. Finance:  Skip Raleigh reported the committee received capital requests for pool resurfacing, golf course/sheds, tennis court resurfacing, CA maintenance equipment, Lakes & Parks, E&F and Admin (clubhouse) totaling $674K.  The committee will meet to determine priorities to best fit into the anticipated $200K - $250K available budget.

4. Engineering and Facilities:  Terry Pollard reported the Gilmore creek permit request is approved.  Maintenance Area planning at Jeff Pt is in work.  Duello basin improvements and equipment needs identified.

5. Water Safety Committee:  No meeting

6. Maintenance Items:  Terry Pollard advised a large tree on the Bay Oaks common ground needs to be removed.

VII. Results of Board of Directors Meeting:  The Board accepted our recommendations from our Sept 08 L&P meeting.

1. Subcommittee for V-Toons:  After discussion, the committee reconfirmed the decision from our Sept 08 meeting to have a sub-committee look into the issue and provide a recommendation to the full committee.  Sub-committee members are:

2. Special Meeting Small Lake Issues:  One guest spoke expressing concern and disagreement with any use of the small lake for water skiing or high horsepower boats.  After discussion about the information and mis-information being communicated among CA members on this topic, the committee decided to solicit direction from the CA Board of Directors:

Motion:  The Lakes & Parks Committee requests direction from the CA Board of Directors as to what, if any, action the Board would like L&P to take re: special approval usage of the small lake.

3. Water Patrol Report:  Report submitted.  No prosecutions this year.  

4. Booker Report/Major Capital Improvements:  Tom Mispagel reported that CA Committee Chairs met with the CA Board of Directors to further discuss the topic.  There is a Sub-committee evaluating Jefferson Point improvements, wants and needs.

IX. New Business

1. Approval Triathlon August 21& 22 2009.  Triathlon planners are requesting to move the dates to the weekend prior to Labor Day to reduce the pressure on LSL Police to schedule more overtime.  

Motion:  Recommend the CA Board of Directors authorize the use of LSL Facilities for the City Sponsored triathlon  the weekend of 21 and 22 August, 2009.  Details TBD.

2. Windjammer Dry Storage:  Discussion of the boats and trailers parked at Windjammer.  Pearson Buell reviewed the background and history of the use of storage spaces at Windjammer.  Ron Wilson advised all rental spaces are currently fully paid up.  Discussion of whether all boats and trailers in Windjammer dry rental spaces should be serviceable and registered with both the CA and state.  In general, the area needs a good clean up.

The committee decided to table the topic until the November 08 meeting, at which time Pearson Buell will provide findings from his detail review of the situation and his recommendations.

3. LSL Fire Department Training on the Small Lake:  The fire department requests 

access to the small lake 22-24 May 2009 for water rescue training.   

Motion:  Recommend the CA Board of Directors approve the LSL Fire Department’s use of the small lake 22-24 May 2009 for water rescue training.
