VI.  Committee Reports

1. City Parks:  Joe Dattilo reported the CA owned property on lower Dauphine is able to be divided into three residential lots.  
2. Aquatics:  No report.
3. Finance:  Skip Raleigh reported Finance began discussing various recommended Capital projects.  The Golf committee has recommended replacement of the golf shack with a new structure that would service tennis and sailing as well as golf.  
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Approx $75K and $5K in options is requested.  Tennis has requested $242K to      replace the four tennis court surfaces.  L&P’s $85K request was discussed.  E&F has requested moving up the planned 2012  dredging to 2011 since there appears to be a siltation accumulation of 1 foot per year in lower Dauphine.  Also, $8K is requested for additional Clubhouse Cameras.  Duello Road improvements were also discussed.  

4. Engineering and Facilities:   Discussions of timing of dredging (2011 vs. 2012).
5. Maintenance Items:  None.
VII.  Results of Board of Directors Meeting:

The Board approved the L&P recommendation to register a 1978 Ski Nautique Ski Boat.  The Board did not approve the registration of the 2006 Regal boat.  The Board approved our recommendation for beautification improvement to entrances.  The Board approved our recommendation for the dates of the next World Record float attempt.  
The Board approved an addition of two additional courtesy docks at Woodlands, subject to L&P agreement.

VIII. Old Business
a. Water Patrol Report:  Ron Wilson summarized that fewer infractions occurred now that the boating season is winding down.
b. 2011 Capital Improvements: No further action required at this time.
IX. New Business

a.   Jefferson Point Gate:  The committee agreed there is a compelling need to include a security gate in the plans for improving Jefferson Point. 

Motion:  Modify the L&P 2011 Capital Improvements recommendation to include providing a security gate as part of the initial implementation of Jefferson Point improvement plan.  1-3 year timeline, High Priority.
Approved (8-0)
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b.   Woodlands Courtesy Docks:  The Committee discussed the addition of two courtesy docks at Woodlands marina that has been approved by the CA Board of Directors.  The Committee agrees that the courtesy docks would be a good addition to enable access to the new CA restrooms.  
Motion:  Recommend the CA Board of Directors implement two courtesy docks at Woodlands with the exact selection of which docks to be used to be determined by CA staff.    
Approved (8-0)
c.  Classic Boat Show, May 21, 2011.    A nearby Classic Boat club, which several CA members belong to, would like to hold a Classic Boat show at Windjammer marina on May 21, 2011.  In addition to showing their boats on the land, some would like to put their boats into the lake and offer rides to interested CA members.  All rides would have a CA member aboard.  It is also possible the CA might like to expand the event to a ‘summer kickoff’.  
Motion:  Recommend the CA Board of Directors authorize staff to Save the Date of May 21, 2011 for a Classic Boat Show at Windjammer Point.  Details to be developed by the Classic Boat Club and brought to Lakes & Parks at a future meeting.

X.  Comments from Committee Members:  Joe Dattilo requested L&P members take a look at the newly constructed CA bathrooms at Brittany and Woodlands.  He is concerned that they do not appear to follow the architectural theme of the other CA structures such as the pavilions at the Main Marina and Windjammer.
