III. Approval of Agenda:  Motion to Approve:  Approved (8-0) 

IV. Approval of August, 2008 Minutes;  Motion to Approve:  Approved (8-0)

V. Guests: 

1. Mike Plunk- Manitou 24:  Mr Plunk provided and discussed an information packet supporting his request for the CA to raise the outboard engine power limit to 150 horsepower  for a new class of tri-toon pontoon boats using a ‘performance pontoon’ design.    After a Q&A period, the committee decided to establish a sub-committee to study the matter in depth and provide a recommendation to the committee at large.

Motion:  Resolved that L&P establish a subcommittee comprised of committee members Duane Wall, Barry Berisford, Joe Dattilo and Tom Bick to study Mr Plunk’s request.  (Subsequent to the meeting, resident Ben Ernst volunteered to support the subcommittee.)                                  Approved (8-0)

2. Frank Kirby- Ski Show Lake St Louise:  Mr Kirby provided a copy and read a letter his wife sent to the CA regarding her negative experience which she attributed to the Ski Club’s use of the small lake on 23 August.  Mr Kirby also read a prepared statement where he outlined his concerns and opposition to any future use of boats on the small lake in excess of the 10 horsepower limit.  A Q&A period followed to clarify the committee’s understanding of the issues and facts.  After discussion, the committee decided to hold a special L&P meeting with the single focus of dealing with Mr Kirby’s request.  Chairman Mispagel will determine when the special meeting will occur and will advise the committee membership.

Motion:  Resolved that the L&P committee will hold a special meeting to discuss Mr Kirby’s request.  Chairman Mispagel to schedule and notify the committee membership.                              Approved (8-0)

3. Terry Pollard (as resident):  Terry recently noted the need for a new sidewalk from the Windjammer gas dock to the pavilion rest rooms.  Currently, any walking-challenged members or guests must go out to the parking lot in order to remain on paved surfaces.  The committee agreed to include this topic during the Capital ’09 discussions.

4. Cliff Hill (as resident):  Cliff inquired the status of any plans to install bathrooms at Brittany Park.  Greg Jones stated it is an item in the Booker study.  Cliff suggests the topic should be pursued sooner rather than later.  

VI. Committee Reports

1. City Parks:  Darrell Hollinger reported the Triathlon event was very well done.

2. Aquatics:  Ron Wilson reported that the committee decided at their recent meeting to recommend the pool be resurfaced for the 2009 season.  Also, the current lifeguard company will serve in 2009.

3. Finance:  No meeting.

4. Engineering and Facilities:  No meeting.

5. Water Safety Committee:  No meeting

6. Maintenance Items -    Nan McCabe reported: 1) the Bay Oaks Park baby swing needs repair, 2) need to clean up a damaged Sycamore tree and 3) the common dock area needs dredging.

VII. Results of Board of Directors Meeting:  Vice Chairman Hollinger reviewed the L&P highlights.
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VIII. Old Business

1. Algae/Weeds Lake St. Louise:  Ron Wilson provided the results of his research and discussions with the Conservation Department.  375-450 new grass carp would be needed – and the problem would get worse before improving.  Conservation Dept recommends herbicide.  The herbicide would provide quick resolution to the problem and is swim and fish safe.  Only restriction would be to not use lake water for lawn irrigation for five days following the lake treatment.

Motion:  Recommend the CA Board of Directors follow the Operations Manager’s recommended approach to use herbicide, the planned addition of new grass carp and a follow-up plan for yearly maintenance.                  Approved (8-0)

2. Water Patrol Report:  The committee reviewed the August report.  Ron Wilson pointed out that the Water Patrol has been pro-active in providing assistance and help to residents to better understand and comply with the boating rules.  This strategy has yielded good results this year.  The committee agreed.

3. Booker Report:  Greg Jones reported the CA Board will meet again later his month with the CA Committee Chairmen to discuss the Booker Report.

4. Capital Improvement Report 2009:  After review of the 2009 Capital Improvement List the committee provided in our August 2009 minutes, the committee decided the following:      

Motion: Recommend the Finance Committee and CA Board of Directors authorize the following items, listed in priority order, for the 2009 Capital Budget:

1. New Docks at Windjammer.  Get rid of old wood docks and U shaped areas and replace with new docks.  Include both courtesy and rental docks.

2. Add cut-off bollard type lighting at Villa Cove.

3. Upgrade Lighting along walk-way to Bay Oaks.
