Sandy Benn re: Need to improve plantings and appearance of Lake St Louis driving entrances.  Sandy described the condition of several drive entrances to LSL.  They are mostly in a state of neglect and need improvement.  After discussion, the committee decided to take up the matter under 2011 Capital Improvements.

Ed Ketterer re:  Swim Beach at Guyanne (Capital item).  Ed recommended the item be removed from consideration.  The committee advised that the item has not been on the

Capital Improvements recommended list since 2008 and would not be considered for 2011.
Dave Meagher re:  Request variance to register a 2006 Regal Class 5 boat that is 130 pounds over the weight limit in the LSL Boating Regulations.  Topic will be covered during New Business.  
VI.  Committee Reports

1. City Parks:  Sandy Benn reported that general cleanup and weeding at the City maintenance shed has been completed.  Also, many improvements are now complete at Founders Park. 

2. Aquatics:  Ron Wilson reported the season is over and the pool will be closed in the next few days.
3. Finance:  Skip Raleigh reported that Silt Basin planning is going well.  The next Dredging is being planned for 2012.  Bidding is underway for approx. $24K of new kitchen equipment.  The Tennis committee is revisiting the necessity for core samples.
4. Engineering and Facilities:  Nothing to report.
5. Maintenance Items:  Need to replace missing tiles in Big dam courtesy docks.  Also, the lower portion of the pathway near these docks needs improvement.  Ron Wilson will see if this can be handled as a Maintenance item.
VII.  Results of Board of Directors Meeting:

The Board approved the L&P recommendation to register a 1957 Chris Craft Ski Boat.
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VIII. Old Business
a. Water Patrol Report:  Ron Wilson summarized that most enforcement items occurred off the water.  There were frequent occurrences of non-CA members using CA amenities.

IX. New Business

a.   Boat Approval:  The committee reviewed the request from Kirk Ayers to register his 1978 Ski Nautique Inboard powered competition ski boat.  Even though the boat is not on the approved list of Class 6 boats (USAWS began their testing / approval process in the early ‘80s), the boat meets all other Class 6 requirements.  It is smaller than newer Class 6 boats.  The committee agreed the boat meets the spirit of Class 6 registration rules and would be a lake-friendly boat at LSL.        

Motion:  Recommend the CA Board of Directors approve Mr Ayers request to register the 1978 Ski Nautique.    Approved(8-0)
b.   Entrance Improvements:  Gascony (aka Mystic) need to be a priority.  The committee decided to refer this item to the 2011 Operating Budget with Mystic as a priority.  Ron Wilson will take action.
Motion:  Recommend the CA Board of Directors approve funding for Entrance Improvements, with Mystic being a priority, in the 2011 Operating Budget.  Approved (8-0)
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c.  2006 Regal 2000 variance request:  The committee reviewed the request from Dave and Colette Meagher requesting LSL registration of their 2006 Regal 2000 Class 5 boat.  After review, the committee could find no supporting rationale to recommend a variance.

Motion:  Recommend the CA Board of Directors approve a variance for the Meaghers’ to register their 2006 Regal 2000 Class 5 boat.    Motion failed (1 aye, 6 nay, 1 abstain)
d.  World Record Float Request:  Greg Jones requested the committee’s consideration of saving the date of August 6, 2011 for another attempt for LSL to set the world record float.  

Motion:  Recommend the CA Board of Directors approve the date of August 6, 2011 for the next LSL World Record Float attempt.  Approved (8-0)
