VI. Committee Reports

1. Aquatics – Pool is closed
2. Finance – No report since Skip Raleigh was not present
3. Engineering and Facilities –
Bids are out for Jefferson Point lighting.  The L&P Committee requests CA Staff amend the bid requirements to include the use of LED lighting.  John Stone will pass the request to Ron Wilson.

The big lake rose approximately 3 feet over full pool during the recent flooding event.  The highest level Donnie remembers.

Discussion about what to do about silt and debris build up in Paris Cove.  Residents are concerned about not being able to access the cove with their boats next season.  The Committee also discussed the differences between ‘Waterfront Property’ and ‘Navigable Water’.  There does not appear to be a standard in place for what constitutes Navigable Water – and that it likely varies depending on the location.  There may be no standards in place as to the CA’s responsibility for lake depth maintenance.  The Committee suggested CA Staff and CA Board Members encourage affected residents from Paris Cove to share their concerns with L&P so we can make informed recommendations to the Board.  

4. Maintenance Items – Chairman Dattilo will send an email to L&P Committee members to establish Parks oversight responsibilities.
5. Green Environmental Advisory Committee:
A Newstime article will address concerns about leaves in the lakes.

Working environmental opportunities with McBride’s new development.

Encouraging more recycling and yard waste compost.
VII. Results Board of Directors Meeting:
                  The CA Board did not approve the Eastern Shores dock request.

                  The CA Board did not approve the John Boat classification category request.

VIII. Old Business
a. Boater Safety Course  -- Chairman Dattilo will get the sub-committee together in the next few weeks.  Would like to have this up and ready for the Spring boating season.
b. Parking and Lighting Britany Park – Plans are in place to move the parking blocks so that parking spaces will be long enough to accommodate cars with trailers.
c. Jefferson Point – Next items to complete are sidewalks and lighting.  The Committee noted that the center lawn area contains a large ‘dip’ and is collecting standing water.  The Committee suggests CA Maintenance bring in fill so that it will not collect water.  
IX. New Business
a. Approval of Anglers’ Agenda:
 Motion:  Recommend the CA Board of Directors approve the Anglers 2016  Agenda as provided, assuming no conflicts with other planned CA sponsored activities.

b. Newstime Article:  The Committee discussed the Newstime front-page picture and caption of the large lake spillway following the post Christmas flooding event.  The Committee observed there is much misunderstanding of the dam and spillway system and how each works to control water levels in the large lake.  In the recent flooding event, the spillway performed exactly as it is designed to do.  In an effort to inform the community and others in the area, Darrel Hollinger volunteered to develop an article to be run in next week’s Newstime that will clarify how the dam & spillway work, and that our community is very fortunate to have such an effective system in place to control our lake level even in the presence of a storm and creek flooding as severe as we experienced after Christmas.  Joyce Corey suggested if we could get a draft of the article to the CA Board members quickly, we could potentially get the Board’s endorsement of the article prior to the press deadline of 5pm, Monday January 11.  Barry Berisford also suggested that CA Staff should add the new article and picture to the CA Website as a good news story how well our dam/spillway system handled the record rainfall & creek flooding.  
(Secretary’s note:  On Wednesday, January 6, Darrel Hollinger wrote and delivered the article to Ron Wilson who promptly passed it to CA Board members for their review and approval.)
