1. Josh Moore –shared his thoughts on renting out his Regal 1900 boat for other approved CA members to rent.   The committee had many concerns---Safety, increased Traffic on both lakes, CA liability, & allowing commercial activity.  There were others as well.  Took a vote---to approve 0 against -all
VI. Committee Reports

1. City Parks – Operation Clean Stream is this Saturday 4/6 @ 9am. All are welcome to join at Jefferson Point at 8:45am until 11:00 with Lunch at GM plant in Wentzville until about 11:30am
2. Aquatics- Pool closed---getting ready to open next month
3. Finance – Looking out next 10 years.   See the need for assessment increase in approx. 2015 estimated less than $100 per family and held at that rate for next 5 years to re-assess at that time.  Need to prepare for next Dredging estimated time about 2020, but hard to determine.   More information to come in town hall meetings, communications out to community on why approval is needed.
4. Engineering and Facilities- Plan is to lower both lakes this Year in Oct. / 2013 to allow home owners to work on sea walls, etc.
5. Maintenance Items – None.  Ron will email Darrel current parks & park assignments so that Darrel can update assignments to include new committee members.

a. Water Patrol Report---reviewed & discussed
IX. New Business

a. Dredging Update – Ron Wilson: looks like goal of 8 ft deep at all parts that we dredged will get reached!  To date about 200,000 yards taken out.  50,000 more yards to go in the last 1/3 part of the lake.  Ron shared detail map of Lake depth and old and existing sewer lines.  Had to be very careful off Moorings Shore Line to not hit these old sewer lines.   So in these areas lake will still be about 4.5 to 5.5 feet deep. Before next dredge in 2020, plan is to have sewer companies cap off all sewer lines and re-route existing sewer lines to not be underneath the Lake.  It is the sewer company’s financial responsibility to handle capping old lines before the next dredge.   Dredging will be completed by early May.  
b. Update Jefferson Point Restrooms -  looks good & will be completed by 04/2013
c. Little Lake clean up on 7/6 – 8am to 11am. Richard Tipton is leading with a few pontoon boats to clean up.   Discussed timing with 4th of July, but felt won’t conflict with boat traffic/safety so voted to add to Angler calendar – all approved . 0-nay

d. Amend boating rules to address Wake-surf gates.  All approved 0-Nay to amend the language to the following on page 6; article 4b section 19 – the last sentence to read – BOATS WITH WEDGES, WATER BALLAST TANKS OR ANY OTHER EQUIPMENT DESIGNED TO INCREASE WAKES WILL NOT BE ALLOWED.   
e. Environmental Impact study requested to evaluate the Huck’s gas station possibility behind Schnuck’s.  All approved , 0-nay to have the CA board draft a letter to city to have this study done to review concerns about water run off and/or gasoline into the lake.   Also, it was suggested we all get the word out to our local alderman and mayor about our concerns with this.  If the city is in desperate need for more revenue, then consider locating it somewhere not as close to the lake.

f. Improvements to ski club building at JP.  All approved and 0 Nay for J. Dattilo to provide more detailed information for next meeting.
