III. Approval of Agenda

IV. Approval of July 2012 Minutes 
No Approval due to not in the agenda packet for the meeting.
V.  Guests: Tim Matthies President of Harbor Town Property Assn. Tim discussed the need to improve the beach area at Harbor Town. His plan is to have uncaged gabian rock put in the lake to help stop the erosion of the beach. He would like to have an additional buoy in place to mark it as a NO WAKE ZONE. There was some discussion of the number of buoys on the lake. It was suggested to submit a request to Water Patrol for additional buoys. It was decided by the L & P Board to send this on to the Board of Directors to make the decision on whether to allow the gabian rock to be put in the lake.

Old Business 

            a. Water Patrol Report was discussed. This year many people were removed from   the lake who did not have Community Association Membership cards.
IX      New Business

           a. Committee Charter Revisions. Wayne Walkenhorst discussed changes and additions to the Committee Charter made by the Board of Directors. Following some discussion it was decided that the Charter Revisions need some additional clarity and changes before finalizing. The Charter Revisions discussed were 1. Chairmen can only serve on ONE committee. Skip Raleigh and Michelle Beattie presently serve on both L&P and Finance. It was discussed the need to have a none voting liason between these two committees. Michelle could than stay on the L&P Board. 2. Chairmen can only serve a 3 year term. At the end of their term members of L&P Board may request to serve another 3 year term. All others, whether CA members or Representatives of CA Clubs must submit an application. It was discussed that the Board of Directors will submit candidates to the L&P Board who will then make additional comments about candidates to the Board of Directors. The Board of Directors will then make the final selection. 3. On page 24 of the Committee Charter #8 Wayne will discuss with the Board of Directors to make wording changes for clarity. 
          b. Ski Club. Joe Dattilo shared that due to the lake being so low the Ski Club cancelled their upcoming events on the lake. Congratulations to the Lake St. Louis Ski Team for winning the 2012 National Ski Championship in Molene, IL. Discussion followed about making some type of temporary and/or permanent recognition of this for the City of Lake St. Louis.
          c. Corsair 24 Mk 11. The Board discussed a request to allow this sail boat on Lake St. Louis. The mask height above water is 36 ft. 8 in. Maximum height presently allowed is 35 ft. The concern is the mask hitting the electric lines. Michelle Beattie made a motion and John Dangoia seconded to allow the sail boat on the lake. The motion failed based on the mask height.  

X Comments from Committee Members. Duane Wall suggested that Jefferson Point should be a no wake zone. Nan McCabe asked when Bay Oaks/High Point cove would be dredged again. The last time it was dredged was in 1987. Wayne Walkenhorst said that the decision on what coves are dredged are decided by the depth of the coves. Discussion about large trees showing due to shallow waters on Lake St. Louis and their danger to boaters and skiers followed. The trees need to be marked so that the CA can pull them out.
