4. Engineering and Facilities:  
- Steve Brown reported that E&F is moving forward on developing the Request for Quote on the Jefferson Point pavilion.  The ‘kit’ approach where the CA will directly purchase the materials will reduce project cost.  The shower is included in the plan.  
5. Maintenance Items –
- John Dangoia reported the CA Club House lower parking lot needs re-striped.
6. Green Environmental Advisory Committee

- Sasha Ott reported the Committee has held several meetings.  There will be an ‘e’ recycling event at The Meadows on Sept 27.  The City is working on a criteria to permit residents to install rainwater collection barrels for use in watering plants, etc..  The Fall Festival will be held at Windjammer Point on Sept 13.  
VII. Results Board of Directors Meeting: Nothing new for Lakes & Parks since our last meeting was in May.
VIII. Old Business:  None
IX. New Business

a. Eagle Scout project for a Bridge at Bay Oaks:  
-Eagle Scout Alex Beattie presented his proposed project to construct a wooden walk-way bridge in the Bay Oaks park.  He presented pictures of the site and pictures of a bridge similar to the one he proposes to build.  He will enlist the aid of several other Scout Troop 853 members to assist in the construction.  He and the Troop plan to conduct fund-raisers to in order to purchase all needed materials.  After discussion, the L&P Committee supported Alex’s project, but suggested he first needs to obtain City building permits as well as ACC approval before the Committee could recommend the project to the CA Board.  Alex appreciated the guidance and plans to return to L&P as soon as possible.  He would like to have the project completed this fall.  
b. Boat Approval 1998 Supra Legacy:

- Jason Antcliff presented a letter from the Manufacturer (Skier’s Choice, Inc – Manufacturer of Supra and Moomba boats) stating that the 1998 Supra Legacy has the same design as the 1999 and 2000 models, both of which are on our CA approved  list of Class 6 boats.  

MOTION:  Recommend the CA Board of Directors approve the addition of the 1998 Supra Legacy to the list of CA Approved Class 6 boats.

c. Boat Approval 2003 Mastercraft X-2:  Charlie Rallo requests the addition of the 2003 Mastercraft X-2 to the CA approved list of Class 8 boats.  The Committee was generally supportive of the request since the boat’s running surface is identical to the 2006-2011 Mastercraft ProStar 205 X-1.  The Committee voted to move the approval forward, but wants to get L&P member Joe Datillo’s support of the addition of the 2003 Mastercraft X-2 to the list of CA approved boats.
MOTION:  Recommend the CA Board of Directors approve the addition of the 2003 Mastercraft X-2 to the list of approved USA Waterski Towboats.  This recommendation is contingent upon the support of Joe Datillo (who was unable to attend the L&P meeting).

d. Boat Approval 1993 Tige’:  Stephen Pontello requests addition of the 1993 Tige’ Pro2050 to the list of CA approved Class 6 boats.  The manufacturer provided verification that the running surface is the same as the 2002 Tige’ 20ci model.
MOTION:  Recommend the CA Board of Directors approve the addition of the 1993 Tige’ Pro2050 to the list of approved Class 6 boats.

e. Algae treatment for the Small Lake:  Jason Isrig, President of the Anglers, presented a comprehensive package on the topic of chemical treatments of our Lakes.  Discussion centered on the need for specific criteria on when and when not to use chemical treatments AND the need for appropriate caution notices to lake users when and where chemical treatments have been used.  There was a motion and second to approve the plan as submitted.  After discussion, the Committee decided that it was premature to recommend the approval of the Anglers’ plan since it had not yet been coordinated with CA staff.  The Committee voted to deny the Motion, but generated a follow-on motion to recommend an immediate moratorium on any lake chemical treatment until CA staff and the Anglers review and develop a coordinated approach to chemical treatments of our Lakes.
MOTION:  Recommend the CA Board of Directors adopt the Angler’s proposed modifications to Lakes and Parks Rules and Regulations regarding CA staff usage of chemical treatments of our Lakes as follows:
Add under Section VIII. Water Pollution:

D.  The Community Association General Manager may authorize the application of aquatic chemicals for the control of algae at any time on or near Community Association owned beaches, swimming areas, docks and boat ramps.  Application of aquatic chemicals should never be done when air temperature is above 80 degrees Fahrenheit and should include treatment of no more than ¼ of the shoreline at a time.  A waiting period of at least 10 days must be observed between treatments.
E.  The application of aquatic chemicals for the control of aquatic vegetation of all types must be done in compliance with the Lake Saint Louis Community Association Aquatic Vegetation Control plan (Dated August 2, 2014).  Only those chemicals approved by the Missouri Department of Conservation shall be used for the control of aquatic vegetation.

F.  The widespread application of any chemical for the purpose of vegetation control, with the exception detailed in Item D. above, in either Lake Saint Louis or Lake Saint Louise must be reviewed and approved by the Lakes and Parks Committee and the Community Association Board of Directors.

MOTION:  Recommend the CA Board of Directors approve an immediate     moratorium on the use of chemicals in the Lakes.

f. New Buoy request:  Deborah Schroeder-Saulnier presented a request for the addition of a buoy between Buoys 27 and 28 on Lake Saint Louis.  She described how there is a long stretch between the two existing buoys resulting in considerable boat traffic occurring inside the 125 foot line which causes increased wave action on her shoreline and dock.  Water Patrol staff has assessed the situation and agrees an additional buoy would be beneficial.
MOTION:  Recommend the CA Board of Directors approve the addition of a buoy between existing buoys 27 and 28.

g. New Committee Member:  Heather Rieter has resigned from the Lakes & Parks Committee.  The Committee has received an application from Rob Stephenson to join the Committee.  He has extensive boating experience and is a current member of the CA Water Patrol staff.  Rob checked with Ron Wilson to confirm there is no conflict of interest with his serving on the L&P Committee while also being on Water Patrol Staff.
MOTION:  Recommend the CA Board of Directors approve Rob Stephenson as a member of the Lakes & Parks Committee to replace Heather Reiter.
