III. Approval of Agenda.    Motion to Approve.    Approved (11-0)
IV. Approval of Minutes.   Motion to Approve.    Approved (11-0)
V. Guests: Approximately twenty guests attended the meeting to speak on the topic of the Boating Rule change proposed by the Anglers to permit members’ use of the main outboard engine in their fishing boats on Lake St Louise.  See the results under New Business, Item c.  
Guests (continued):  Tony Neil, 723 High Hill Court spoke on his request to install a boat lift on CA waterfront property near the back of his house.  He understands that the proposed placement of the lift would be in the way of periodic dredging/cove cleanout.   Tony stated he would be willing to remove the lift to enable cove clean-out – and return it to the lake – all at his expense.  The Committee discussed the logistics and deposit needed to ensure the CA would have no additional financial liability for this approach.
Motion:  Recommend CA Staff explore the feasibility and logistics of up to four owner provided lifts in the High Point Cove, i.e., additional deposit, cove clean out timing, etc..  Also consider the aesthetic impact on the neighboring areas.

Approved (11-0)

Ken Sheets inquired about putting a boat lift into his CA rental slip on Brittany.  The Committee and General Manager agreed the process is already in place for Ken to follow through with CA Staff to get needed approval.  
VI. Committee Reports

1. City Parks – no report
2. Aquatics – pool operations continue
3. Finance – Skip Raleigh reported the 2016 Capital Budget is under development and will be submitted to the CA Board in October.  Also, the Jefferson Point pavilion contractor stopped work and has been replaced.  The CA will pursue the performance bond to cover any additional completion expenses.  Finance discussed investment options for the Reserve Fund.  
4. Engineering and Facilities – Jim Sharkey reported the interim water study report results had very limited informational content.  E&F is asking the study group for additional information and details.  
5. Maintenance Items – An attractive cover has been installed over the 4’x4’x4’ hole in the Woodlands.  
6. Green Environmental Advisory Committee:  Scott Ellis reported re-cycling tonnage is running the same as 2011 levels.  The Committee is exploring was to re-energize re-cycling awareness.  There will be an electronics recycling event at the Meadows on Oct 3, from 10am-3pm.  Scott also reported the Lake Water Sampling effort is underway, one test event is complete, with three more planned Aug 6, Aug 31 and early September.  
VII. Results Board of Directors Meeting:  The Assessment ballot failed for lack of quorum, even though 75% of those voting were in favor of the proposal.  In accordance with CA By-Laws, there will be a follow up ballot with a smaller quorum requirement.  
VIII. Old Business
a. Water Patrol Report – Report provided.  Trends appear normal.
IX. New Business
a. Capital Request 2016:  The Committee reviewed its prior year Capital Requests and the progress made in 2015.  For 2016, L&P selected the following Capital Improvements:
           Jefferson Point sidewalks, landscaping, etc.          $100,000

           Bollard Lighting                                                          $5,000

           Restrooms Lakewood                                                 $70,000

           Restrooms Bay Oaks                                                  $70,000

           Playground repair                                                         $5,000

           Card reader Jollie Isle                                                  $5,000

           Main Marina – widen main dock to island                 $25,000

The Committee will revisit this list at their September meeting before finalizing and referring it to Finance and the CA Board.  

b. Approval 1970 Correct Craft Mustang:  The Committee was generally favorable to permit this boat on the Lake.  After discussion, the Committee referred the decision to the General Manager.
c. Boating Regulations:  
Mark Olsen, Anglers Treasurer, discussed the detailed proposal that would, if approved as part of the Boating Regulations, permit Anglers members to use their main engine – AT IDLE SPEED ONLY -- on Lake St Louise for transiting the lake.  The Anglers would take responsibility for conspicuously marking member boats during this activity and would sanction members for any idle speed violations.  As is currently the rule, only electric trolling motors would be used during actual fishing. The proposal includes the ‘Three strikes and you’re out’ provision that would rescind the new rule after three violations.     

Approximately twenty residents attended the meeting and expressed their concerns and disagreement regarding the Anglers proposal.  The majority of their concerns centered about the likelihood that Anglers would violate the idle speed rule.  

There were no explicit criticisms of the proposed rule that, if implemented as written, would create any new problems on Lake St Louise.  Members who spoke included:  Joyce Kory, Richard Hacker, Mark Kershting, Jim Redfield, Maggie Sells, Joe Snell, Tino DeFranko.  

The Committee heard all members who wished to be heard and provided a forum for the Angler Representatives to answer questions and speak to concerns.

After all were heard, the Committee took the following action:

Motion:  Recommend the CA Board of Directors approve the Anglers Plan to demonstrate and evaluate the proposed use of Anglers members’ use of main engines on Lake St Louise – AT IDLE SPEED ONLY – for the purpose of transiting the lake.  If successful, this trail would lead to a permanent Boating Rule Change permitting Angler members to use their main engines – AT IDLE SPEED ONLY – in Lake St Louise.

d. Buoy placement:  The Committee reviewed Mario Marcinczyk’s buoy placement request and agreed that it would be beneficial to install Buoy 44A.
Motion:  Recommend the CA Board approve the addition of Buoy 44A as described in Mario Marcinczyk’s Buoy Placement Application. 

Approved (11-0)
X. Comments from Committee Members:  
The L&P Committee members revisited the Anglers’ Proposed Boating Rule change to examine why Committee members voted as they did.  Members voting ‘no’ said they were concerned that the move to permit idle speed use of main engines would be hard to enforce.  Members voting ‘yes’ pointed to how successfully the Anglers have controlled the use of Class 7 boats on the Large Lake – and they have earned credibility that should work in favor of this new proposal.  The members also discussed how issues like this are often founded on a great deal of emotion vs. actual fact.  The CA Board of Directors will have to deal with the politics of both emotion and fact-based experience to decide how to proceed.  The Committee members, in general, felt a trail of the proposal at the next Lake St Louise fishing tournament would be a proper way to further evaluate the Anglers’ approach.  

The members also reflected that there were few boating violation complaints from Lake St Louise residents to Water Patrol.  This appears inconsistent with the CA Member comments heard at the meeting that described numerous and flagrant violations of the 10mph lake speed limit.  There is a clear need for CA members to bring Lake St Louise speeding violations to the attention of Water Patrol to help prioritize their efforts to ensure safe boating.
