D.  Plants in the small lake – there was concern on the small lake with some Willow Grass – Dangoia investigated and the Conservation Dept says its good…it won’t grow in more than 3 ft of water, so it won’t go far…




E.  Jefferson Pt Docks – Docks are not insured through the CA due to the high cost for Flood insurance.  The CA will not put docks back in their position until we have a solution for the flash floods.  E&F has researched and recommended a Rock Jetty to be placed near the skimmer pipe.  They would like a Water Study done so that we have the correct angle and location for the jetty so that it will be the most productive.  The study will run approx $25M and the beginning stage of the Jetty would be in the $50M range.  




Glendinning Motioned – to go forward with a water study and the partial rock jetty to protect our dock , up to $75M  Wall 2nd  Approved 8-0
F. Retaining Wall on Villa Cove Islands – Mispagel spoke for residents on the islands – they would like to do work on their retaining walls, but the lake doesn’t lower far enough.  After discussion – many members and guests felt that the ties below the water would not rott…no solution for the residents.
