III. Approval of Agenda:

V. Guests: None
VI. Committee Reports

1. City Parks:  No meeting
2. Aquatics:  Pool is still closed.
3. Finance:  Skip Raleigh reported Finance discussed possibilities of expanded services at the Bar and Grill.  FYI, the Bar and Grill made about $15,000 in 2014.  The Jefferson Point pavilion construction is underway with a late April expected completion date.  Finance is planning on 2020 for the next lake dredging event.  There will be a vote on raising the CA Annual Assessment fee in 2018 in order to cover dredging and have enough incoming funds to continue CA services at their current level. 

4. Engineering and Facilities:  Jim Sharkey reported the CA Board approved the proposed Water Study.  Jim said E&F is looking for guidance on 2015 Jefferson Point Capital improvements (beyond the Pavilion and Patio construction).  See Old Business below.  

5. Maintenance Items:  None
6. Green Environmental Advisory Committee:  Scott Ellis was in attendance at this meeting.  He reported the results of his research on available water chemistry testing sources.  Commercial sources charge $157 per sample.  If we were to take three samples per lake (six total samples) three times per year, that would cost the CA $1513 per year.  We also discussed the LMVP (the organization that has a grant to test many Missouri lakes and streams) proposal for them to analyze our water chemistry.  CA volunteer members would provide the labor to collect the samples.  LMVP would bear the cost of water chemistry testing and reports.  The CA would have to make a one-time investment in sample collection and filtration equipment, approximately $500.  After discussion, the Committee made the following Motion:
Motion:  Recommend the CA Board of Directors authorize CA Staff to arrange for LMVP to conduct water chemistry tests for our two lakes – and to purchase the sampling equipment, approximately $500.

VII. Results Board of Directors Meeting:  Steve Brown reported the CA Board approved the L&P recommendations for 2014 and 2015 Class 5 Boats.  
The 2014 Ski Nautique was not approved as was also turned down by Lakes & Parks.
The Ski Club 2015 practice and show schedule was approved contingent upon the Ski Club providing proper liability insurance with the CA as a named insured.  Barry Berisford questioned if other recognized Groups of CA members (i.e., Swim Team, Anglers, Golf, Tennis, etc.) would also be asked to provide proper liability insurance for special events such as tournaments and meets that they conduct.  Steve Brown and Ron Wilson advised that would be up to the attorney and the Insurance underwriters.  Barry suggested it would be important for the lawyer and underwriters to look at this issue from the perspective that these recognized groups are already CA members and should already have their activities covered under existing CA umbrella insurance.  The analogy is members of the same family living under the same roof.
Annual Boat Registration fees:  The CA Board requests the L&P Committee reconsider their recommendation for a two-fee structure.  Discussion then centered on what is the Board looking for. The Committee explained to Steve Brown that the current Boat Registration fee structure is NOT aligned with the impact the various boats have on the Lakes.  Class 6 and Class 7 boats have less impact than most Class 5s and some Class 4s, yet they pay the highest Boat Registration Fees.  Not Logical.  Steve Brown explained that there was little concern being noted by CA membership about the current fee structure and the existing stratification based on Class and Horsepower that has been in place for decades. Therefore, why stir up a hornets’ nest?  Especially when the CA Board will be seeking an increase to the CA Annual Assessment in a few years.  

Mark Brown will set up an informal L&P subcommittee to discuss this topic further and potentially bring another suggestion back to L&P for consideration.

L&P will remove this topic from Old Business at future meetings for the time being.

VIII. Old Business
a. Boat Fees:  See discussion under Results of CA Board Meeting above.  
b. Jefferson Point Improvements 2015:  Ron Wilson presented the latest Jefferson Point site improvement plan and requested L&P input on priorities for the 2015 Capital Budget improvements of $120,000 for Jefferson Point, following the completion of the Pavilion and Patio construction.   The Committee discussed the plan and multiple options with Ron, Steve Brown and Jim Sharkey.  With an understanding that the CA Board would like to maximize green space, the Committee expressed concern that there was insufficient user vehicle parking in the plan as shown.  Many summer events can have 75 to 100 cars routinely parked at Jefferson Point, often on the grass.  Following considerable discussion and review, the Committee made the following Motions:
Motion:  Recommend the CA Board of Directors proceed with the planned user access road and turn-around circle as the first priority for the 2015 Jefferson Point Capital improvements.  
Approved (9-0)

Motion:  Recommend the CA Board of Directors use any remaining 2015 Jefferson Point Capital Budget to add perpendicular parking on west edge of the user access road to the turn-around circle.  Also, add perpendicular parking on the north edge of the user access road leading to and beyond the proposed satellite parking area (adjacent to the I-64 service road).
