b. Boat Approval request by Justin Slipher.
Justin, a recent new resident to the Community, provided presentation materials to the Committee describing his request to obtain a variance to register his 2009 Malibu VLX boat.  It does not meet our requirements to be USAWaterski approved.  Additionally, it exceeds our length limit by 9 inches and our weight limit by 300 pounds.  After discussion, the Committee determined that the 2009 Malibu VLX is inconsistent with our objectives to only approve Class 6 and 8 boats that are based on a Three Event ski boat hull design – thus minimizing wake creation.  The 2009 Malibu VLX is based on a Wake Board hull design intended to maximize wake size – not what we are encouraging at Lake St Louis.   

Motion:  Recommend the CA Board of Directors approve a variance and add the 2009 Malibu VLX to the list of approved Class 8 boats.
